Jakes Creek Trail Project

Teresa Davison inquired as to the lien waiver and if Elizabeth Dietzmann has written anything as to wording.  It was determined that the lien waiver should state the following:  Contractor will sign lien waiver in order to receive payment and have to sign when picking up check.  Sub contractors not being paid directly by Village will sign lien waiver when and when picking up check by contractors within 10 (ten) days must receive lien waiver from the sub contractor that materials are paid.

Chair Maycock reviewed the following information from the special meeting held with DNR representatives:  1) Everything we are doing with this bid is to meet SRF requirements notice has to be put in newspapers extend bid deadline if we have to; 2) current plans and specs are to be submitted to DNR; 3) plans are to be approved and stamped by DNR; 4) Leland Neher will approve the black slag letter which will be sent from our engineer requesting approval to DNR; 5) we are subject to prevailing wage for anything over $25,000 and if we pull out some things we could potentially save money make sure we have separate labor and material costs in the bid

It was determined that the bid does include the new for the Crowne Development and the cost is approximately $36,300 trenching included.
Approximate costs from Steve Holiday for the treatment plant, 50,000 gal per day sand filter was $417,000 and approximate costs for the TVA, 50,000 gallon per day is $557,000.  The estimates received were only a request for bid purposes.
Approval Amended Contract for Jakes Creek Trail

Attorney Elizabeth Deitzmann recommended that we wait on the amended contract at this time until a determination is made as to the type of funding that will be used for the project.  If SRF funds are used, the contract will require an addendum, if SRF funds are not used, then a new contract will have to be submitted for approval.

Arno Wehr II moved to approve an amount not to exceed $12,297.06 to be paid to Heithaus Engineering for work completed through December 31, 2006. Greg Maycock seconded the motion.  Arno Wehr II, yea; Greg Maycock, yea; Bert Leman, yea (telephone vote).
