Chair Greg Maycock called the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes

Arno Wehr moved to approve the September 4, 2003 minutes as written.  Kim Bonham seconded the motion, motion carried.

Arno Wehr moved to approve the November 6, 2003 Public Hearing minutes as written.  Kim Bonham seconded the motion, motion carried.

J C Zalog move to approve the November 6, 2003 regular meeting minutes with the following corrections:  page 2, third paragraph, second sentence to read as follows:  It was noted that a visual screen such as a fence, should be placed…….; page 1, last paragraph, first line, third word should be read instead of real; and page 1, old business, first paragraph under Public Hearing Approval, should read this is clearly C-1 that is compatible with surrounding use……..  Arno seconded the motion, motion carried.
Old Business
Public Hearing Approval
a.
Preliminary Plat – Tri Lake Developers
Chair Greg Maycock noted that all members had received the preliminary plat and the Village engineer’s report.  Tri Lake Developers submitted their engineer’s report the day prior to the meeting.  

Arno Wehr asked about the storm water retention, but it was noted that this has been answered in their engineer’s report.

Greg asked the commission members what their pleasure was as to the late arrival of the engineer’s report.  It was determined that the members would review the report at the meeting.  Greg stated that all requirements have been met and no comments were made at the public hearing that would hamper the project.
Chair Maycock read proposed resolution P&Z 9-03 to accept and recommend the approval of the preliminary plat from Tri Lake Developers, Inc for Table Rock Sunset Condominiums.
J C Zalog moved to approve resolution P&Z 9-03 and forward to the Board of Trustees for their approval. Kim Bonham seconded the motion.  Roll Call vote taken:  Greg Maycock, yea; Kim Bonham yea; J C Zalog yea; James Smith yea; Ron Benson yea; Arno Wehr yea.  Brett Stump absent.  Motion approved.

b.
Rezoning Wehr Properties

Chair Greg Maycock stated that all comments had been received from the public hearing and asked if there was any additional comments or issues from the commission.
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The Official Zoning map was reviewed by the commission as to the request from Wehr properties and how the request would enhance the surrounding areas.
Chair Maycock read proposed resolution P&Z 8-03 dated December 4, 2003 recommending approval of an amendment to the official zoning map for the Wehr properties request.

J C Zalog moved to approve P&Z 8-03 and forward to the Board of Trustees for approval.  Kim Bonham seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Greg Maycock yea; Kim Bonham yea; J C Zalog yea; James Smith yea; Ron Benson yea; Arno Wehr abstained; and Brett Stump absent.  Motion carried.

Approval of Sketch Plan – The Timbers

Chair Maycock reviewed with members previous information and presentation of the sketch plan for approval.

Brad from Yung Designs reviewed the sketch plan with the members.  It was recommended that the project be reviewed with the Wastewater Advisory Board as to the treatment system that will be installed.

Clarifications were made as to the PDD and the flexibility as to how the subdivision is laid out and density of the whole project.  It was suggested that the sketch plan show that this is a PDD ownership project and a rezoning application would have to be completed for the project.
Discussion was held regarding C-1 versus R-1.  It was recommended that rezoning be PDD R-1 if no rentals were allowed.  If rental options will be allowed, then it would be PDD C-1.

Arno Wehr moved to approve the sketch plan for The Timbers subject to rezoning the project to PDD R-1.   Ron Benson seconded the motion.

Amendment to the motion that the sketch plan also include the maximum density be at or not to exceed which is required in R-1 regulation.  Kim Bonham seconded the amendment.  Roll call vote taken.  Greg Maycock yea; Kim Bonham yea; Arno Wehr yea; J C Zalog yea; Ron Benson yea; James Smith yea; Brett Stump absent.  Motion carried.

Preliminary Plat Minor Change – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock showed the preliminary plat for the Indian Point Condominiums showing the driveway and asking that it allowed to be moved for better ingress and egress which will also provide a continuous flow.
Arno Wehr moved that the change of the driveway on the preliminary plat for the Indian Point Condominiums is a minor change and does not require any review for changes on the preliminary plat.  Ron Benson seconded the motion.  Motion carried with Greg Maycock abstaining.

J C Zalog moved to amend our previous rule in accepting applications after the seven (7) days in advance be at the discretion of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Arno Wehr seconded the motion, motion carried.

J C Zalog moved to adjourn the meeting.  Kim Bonham seconded the motion, motion carried.
