The Public Hearing was opened by Chair Greg Maycock.  Comments will be heard regarding Tri

Lakes Developers, Inc who have submitted a preliminary plat to build two (2) eight-plex

condominiums which will be called Table Rock Sunset Condominiums located on Table Rock 
Circle (formerly the location of WigWam Resort).  The condos will be three (3) bedrooms

for a total of 16 units.

The hearing was open to any public comments from the floor. 

Don Peterson who resides at 566 Table Rock Circle inquired about the wastewater system.  Chair 

Maycock stated that a state of the art system, RSF system approved by the Department of

Natural Resources would be installed.  It was further stated that the plans had been reviewed
by the Wastewater Board.

Tom Treat, architect for Tri Lakes Developers commented that Heithaus Engineering will be responsible for installation of the plant.  
It was noted that a drawing of the preliminary plat is available for review.

John Wade inquired about moratorium on septic tanks and lateral systems.  Chair Maycock stated that at the present time there is no moratorium on septic and lateral systems, but he stated that the proposed condos will have their own treatment plant and not septic or lateral systems.

John Wade also inquired as to a traffic study.  Chair Maycock stated that an engineering report has been submitted by the developers that addresses the traffic flow issues.  John asked if the Village had impact fees to cover repairs for the road during the construction process.  Chair Maycock stated the Village does not have impact fees.  John Wade stated he was only asking questions and was not opposed to the project.

Tom Treat stated that the traffic would be minimal.  It was also noted by Greg Maycock that fifteen (15) units were previously at WigWam and the new project would be sixteen (16) units, therefore the total net increase in traffic would be minimal.
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John Wade asked about the water system.  Chair Maycock stated that a new well will be installed and state approved.
Chair Maycock asked for any further comments.  There were no further comments and the public hearing was closed for the condominium project being proposed by Tri Lake Developers at 6:50 p.m.

Chair Maycock opened the second public hearing at 6:50 p.m. to hear comments from the public for a request for a zoning change by Wehr Properties from R-1 to C-1 in Table Rock Beach Subdivision, Block G, lots 1 through 7 inclusive and lots 37 through 43 inclusive.  The present use of the property is for nature trails.  Adjacent to the property on one side is C-2 which is the Village helipad and storage buildings and the property on the south side is R-1.

Chair Maycock opened the floor for public comments.

Joe Hayes asked what the plans are for the property.  Arno Wehr III stated that at this time, possibly constructing cottages in the forest for resort rental.  
Don Peterson inquired if the cottages were homes.  Arno Wehr III stated that they would be resort cottages for rent.

Arno Wehr III commented that original thoughts were to place residential homes on the property.  This idea has changed since the Village placed the storage buildings on their property, the surrounding land decreased in value, therefore the area is more suitable for resort rental property.  The forest would act as a buffer between the cottages and the storage buildings.

Question was asked if development were to occur on the property, how would wastewater and water be handled.  Arno explained that their existing wastewater system would be enhanced to serve the development and water would have to be piped.

No further comments were heard.  The public hearing was closed at 7:00 p.m. for the Wehr Property rezoning.
