Tom Motley, Village Attorney

Chair JC Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance and noted Jim Daily was absent and a quorum present.
Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to accept the public hearing minutes as written of December 13, 2005.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Fier moved to accept the December 13, 2005 minutes as written, seconded by Doug Battaglia, motion carried.

Presentations

Tom Treat

Mr. Treat informed the Board of Trustees that Mr. C J Perme has purchased a 97 acre parcel east of Jakes Creek Trail and he is interested in connecting the Village of Indian Point and 265.  Great River Engineering presented drawings and it was noted that Mr. Perme would like to work with Village.
Spencer Jones, Great River Engineering, presented a drawing which shows the road would begin at the intersection of John the Diver Trail and go across to 265 and Tom Treat stated that this would work with their project and would be flexible to work with the development.  
It was noted that the length of the road will be under one mile and the estimated costs to construct the road would be 2 to 3 million dollars constructed to MODOT standards

It was noted that the development will be multi family residential and whole ownership condominiums.
The following questions were raised to research:  1) Amount of land inside the Village limits for the road; 2) would annexation be a consideration; 3) costs of the road.
Brad Thomas – Silver Dollar City

Brad updated the Board of Trustees on the traffic issues and the long range planning that Silver Dollar City has completed.  The traffic issues and road issues were part of the long range planning.  It was noted that Spencer Jones, Great River Engineering, is updating information on the road access and it was noted that funding the project will be done by Silver Dollar City only and possibly construction to begin within the year.

Discussion and questions were raised as to the status of the traffic for 2006 and it was noted by Brad Thomas that the traffic problems will be the same as the last two years.
Several suggestions were made regarding the traffic problems.  George Cutbirth offered his services in the future.
Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Brett Stump presented the December financials.  Financials were filed for audit.
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Brett Stump moved to approve the line item budget changes for the general, road, and capital funds per attached for 2005.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Brett Stump moved to amend the 2006 Budget for general fund as follows:  Administration $61,685.55; Police $54,465; P&Z to $15,500; CAAD $22,000; BPW $12,900 for a deficit of $25,980.55 and if necessary cash in the CD 6924 in the amount of $26, 358.11.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Resolution

Resolution No. 06-1 Approving the Assignment of the Cable Television Franchise
Chair Zalog read Resolution No 06-1 in its entity.  

Greg Fier moved to approve Resolution No. 06-1, seconded by Brett Stump, motion carried.  Resolution approved.

Committee Reports

Police & Emergency – Brett Stump

Brett Stump stated that a Disaster Planning Session will be held on February 23, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. for all team captains. It was noted that team captains are in the process of gathering inventory of equipment in their areas.
Chief Thirkell noted that the LLEBG grant has been secured and reported on traffic issues.
Planning & Zoning – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock noted that two public hearings were held, no action was taken as the preliminary plat required additional information.  It was noted that the Commission will be holding a public hearing for rezoning in an area along Jakes Creek Trail.

Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock noted that the pre bid conference was held prior to the monthly meetings.  It was noted that eighteen more easements are required for the Jakes Creek Trail.  Information was given on the Meet and Greet in Jefferson City and the awarding of the bids.  It was noted that the Kent Turner’s term has expired on the BPW and the BPW recommends that Kent Turner be reappointed, if he is willing to accept the appointment and the Board of Trustees reappoint Kent Turner.  

Roads – Greg Fier

Culvert Request – Table Rock Circle

Greg Fier reported that Kim Cook has filled in the ditch to drive the trucks over and he does not feel that the culvert should be installed.
Meadow Hills Lane has a drop off at the end of the pavement and needs a load of rock and the total cost will be under $500.00.

Greg Fier moved to request Mr. Kim Cook to remove the dirt from the ditch in thirty days.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett stressed that the culvert be installed with a grate and erosion controlled.
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Greg Fier moved to have Mr. Cook put up an erosion barrier prior to placing the grated culvert.  Motion seconded by Brett Stump, motion carried.

CAAD – Kent Turner
Kent Turner presented his report per attached.

Recycling Project – Betty Fier
Grant reimbursement will be forthcoming.  It was noted that minor repairs need to be done to the gates due to the winds.  Brett Stump will donate the necessary hardware for the repairs.
