Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Chair Zalog noted that all members were present with the exception of Doug Battaglia.

Approval of Minutes

Jim Daily moved to approve the regular meeting minutes of December 14, 2004 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved to approve the Public Hearing minutes of December 21, 2004 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved to approve the Special Meeting minutes of December 21, 2004 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report

Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump presented the December financials.  Financials were filed for audit.  Kathy Isaacs, Superintendent noted that total revenue received in 2004 was down 5.5% from 2003.  It was noted that road revenue was increased 2.1% in 2004 versus 2003.

Jim Daily moved that line item transfers for the general fund 2004 be approved (see attached).  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved that line item transfers for the road fund 2004 be approved (see attached).  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Old Business

First Reading – Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02
Chair Zalog read, in its entirety, the first reading of Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02, an ordinance of the Village of Indian Point, Missouri relating to the subject of a noise nuisance and the definition thereof and providing procedures for violations.

Brett Stump moved to approve the first reading of Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02, seconded by Greg Fier.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Brett Stump, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia, absent.  Motion carried.

Approval of Resolution 05-01 – Oppose Sales/Area State Tax for Wastewater

Chair Zalog read, in its entirety, Resolution 05-01, A resolution to oppose the one-eighth cent sales tax to be placed on the ballot in April by Stone County for water quality issues; and for the Village of Indian Point to be excluded from future wastewater improvement districts created under Missouri HB 1433 prior to the formation of such districts and for property within the Village of Indian Point to be exempt from property taxes imposed by any such district; and to seek legal counsel to assist in these matters.
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Jim Daily moved to approve Resolution 05-01, Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Brett Stump, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia, absent.  Motion carried.
Corp of Engineers Parking Status
Research has not been completed, therefore item was tabled.

New Business

First Reading, Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, Use of Public & Private Sewers

Chair J C Zalog read Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, Use of Public & Private Sewers by title only.
Jim Daily moved to approve Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, read by title only, Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, Use of Public & Private Sewers will be placed in the Village office for thirty (30) days for public comment and review.
Approval Contract – Treehouse Condominium Association

Chair Zalog read the amendment to the lease contract.  Discussion was held regarding paragraph 3, option to renew lease.

Greg Fier moved to reject the amendment to the lease contract and ask that Treehouse Condominium Association change the wording of paragraph 3, option to renew lease, to renew month to month if necessary.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

BPW Director Appointment

Chair Zalog stated that Arno Wehr II, BPW Director, terms expires in January, 2004.  

Jim Daily moved to appoint Arno Wehr II for a second term of four (4) years as the Board of Public Works Director.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval Extension Preliminary Plat

Brett Stump moved to approve the one year extension for the Timbers preliminary plat as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to approve the one year extension for the Table Rock Sunset Condominiums preliminary plat as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding impact fees being placed on developers to assist in maintaining the roads.  It has been noted that more trucks have been coming to Indian Point for construction purposes and the roads will require more repairs than usual.  
Approval Preliminary Plat Bayside, Stillwaters Resort

Jim Daily moved to approve the preliminary plat for the Bayside project at Stillwaters Resort pending approval from the Village engineer as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
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Second Reading, Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02 Noise

Chair Zalog read, in its entirety, Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02, An ordinance of the Village of Indian Point, Missouri relating to the subject of a noise nuisance and the definition thereof and providing procedures for violations for the second reading.
Brett Stump moved to approve the second reading of Bill Number 87, Ordinance 05-02, Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Brett Stump, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia, absent.  Ordinance 05-02 passed.

Other New Business

Jim Daily asked that the Board of Trustees reconsider hiring a part time clerical assistant for the Village office to assist the Chief of Police and Village Superintendent.  It was suggested that the carryover from 2004 be used or to cash in a certificate of deposit.  

Discussion was held regarding carryover money and the certificate of deposits and Kathy Isaacs thanked Jim for his support but asked that the Board wait until after the long range planning sessions and the 2004 audit before making any decision, therefore the item was tabled.

Chair Zalog asked the Trustees to amend the ordinance regarding the order of business for regular meetings to place the Committee Reports prior to old business.  Discussion was held regarding the possible change.

Brett Stump moved that an amendment to the ordinance be prepared and presented at the February meeting changing the order of business for regular meetings by placing Committee Reports prior to old business.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Committee Reports

Police & Safety – Brett Stump

Brett asked Paul Hough to report.  Paul reported that members reviewed the noise ordinance and speeding along Indian Point Road.  Jim Daily stated that upon recommendation by Chief Carl McKinney, two (2) Speed Enforced by Radar signs be posted at the beginning of the village boundaries. Discussion was held regarding the accident at Stillwaters Trail and Indian Point Road.

Jim Daily moved to have the Road Commissioner order and install two speed enforced by radar signs to be posted at the beginning of the village boundaries.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock

Greg reported that a request for rezoning in the Table Rock Beach subdivision from R-1 (single family residential) to R-4 (Multi-family residential) had been denied due to compatibility.

Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

Greg reported that the facility plan, FONSI, and projected costs for the Jakes Creek Trail Project was the focus of the meeting in order to meet the deadlines for the SRF loan from DNR.  He also noted that three (3) meetings are scheduled regarding the Jakes Creek Trail Project:  January 19th – to review costs, users charge, and connection policy; February 21st – User Charge Review for the project; and February 28th to sign easements.
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Roads – Jim Daily

Jim reported that due to weather, work has been delayed on Long Lonesome Trail or Hilltop.  He also noted that Long Lonesome Trail is continuing to wash out.
He also reported on correspondence received regarding a traffic engineering assistance program.  Discussion was held and it was referred to the Village office to contact the company and get the particulars.

It was noted that Table Rock Circle was inspected for mud, rock, etc from the Table Rock Sunset Condo development and that the road did not have excess debris from the trucks pulling out of the project.
Recycling – Betty Fier

Betty reported that the aluminum recycling fund now has $800.00 plus for beautification of the new community building.  She also reported that the grant for the pad and fencing had been approved.  She stated that the Village of Indian Point has been offered a free trailer from Ralston Purina for paper collection and discussion was held as to the location of the trailer.  

It was determined that there is not a location to place the trailer at this time, but an article will appear in the Smoke Signals in February asking for ideas.

CAAD – Kent Turner

Kent reported that Ozark Mountain Nature Trail approved a match of $5,000 to be used for trails in the Village.  He also reported on the fish habitat project.

Transportation Coalition – Jan Hoynacki

Jan reported that White River Engineering is reviewing the area for the proposed road.

Police & Safety

Further discussion ensued regarding various speeds and Chief McKinney also noted that the Village will be hosting the Area Investigators program in March.  Greg Maycock offered to donate Krispy Kreme donuts for the meeting.

Accounts Payable

Brett Stump moved to approve the accounts payable, Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees – None

Comments from the Floor - Arno Wehr III commented on trails in other areas of the United States.

Jim Daily moved to adjourn the meeting, Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
