Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the minutes of December 10, 2007 special meeting and December 11, 2007 public hearing minutes and December 11, 2007 meeting minutes as written.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report

December financials were filed for audit.
Kevin McKoy moved to approve the line item transfers for 2007 and the amended 2007 budget as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea, motion carried.

Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management – Kevin McKoy
Kevin McKoy reported that the siren on John the Diver Trail is not working at this time; the Police Chief position has been advertised and deadline for resumes to be submitted is January 30, 2008 at 4:30 p.m. and review of resumes will be held at the February meeting; concerns regarding Butterfly Mountain; notice put in the newsletter regarding vacation forms; additional storm sirens on Table Rock Circle and Jakes Creek Trail and AED bids being secured. 

Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock
Greg Maycock reported on a rezoning application for two residential lots Lakeview estates R-1 from C-1 which was denied; rezoning and preliminary plat from Sunny Creek Corporation for Village at Indian Point – C2 PDD – issues still under discussion; revision of preliminary plat for Crowne View Development – issues to be addressed and need a revised engineer report; Rockwood Resort restaurant; initial draft of comprehensive plan; suggested code enforcer be employed by the village on a stipend basis to deliver notices, accompany police officer, etc. 

Board of Public Works – Arno Wehr II
Arno Wehr II reported that the BPW is awaiting a decision from CJ Perme for his portion of the treatment plant on Jakes Creek Trail.  Bid for the project is being reviewed and have not determined if the bid will be accepted at this time.  The Water Resource Committee is reviewing options for water for the village.

Recycling – Betty Fier

Noted that the recycle container and fence at Deer Run was destroyed and when a new container and fence is completed, it will be moved to Uncle John’s Inn and asked that the Trustees put pressure on Deer Run to replace the container and fence.  Also reported on recycling of old brochures, telephone books, shredded paper, etc. 

Trustees noted that the Police Department will issue a warning to Dave Storts at Deer Run regarding the recycle container and fencing, damage of Village property.

Tom Motley answered as follows:  1) An attorney can represent someone in small claims court; and 2) the village cannot take enforcement issues to small claims court as per the ordinances, it is criminal misdemeanor offense not a civil offense.
