Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Chair Zalog noted that Greg Fier was excused from attending the meeting.

Brett Stump moved to approve the revised agenda for the meeting.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval of Minutes

Brett Stump moved to approve the minutes of the January 11, 2005 meeting as written.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Treasurers Report

Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the financials for January, 2005.  Report was filed for audit.

Reading of Ordinances

Second Reading Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, Use of Public & Private Sewers

Chair J C Zalog read the ordinance by title only.  It was noted that the Ordinance had been placed in the Village office for thirty (30) days and no public comments were received.

Jim Daily moved to adopt Bill Number 86, Ordinance 05-01, Use of Public & Private Sewers, Brett Stump seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Doug Battaglia, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Greg Fier, absent.  Ordinance adopted.

First Reading Bill Number 88, Ordinance Number 05-03, Amend Bill Number 67, Ordinance 03-5, Procedures for Board of Trustees Meeting

Chair J C Zalog read the ordinance in its entirety.

Brett Stump moved to approve the first reading of Bill Number 88, Ordinance Number 05-03, amending Bill Number 67, Ordinance 03-5, Procedures for Board of Trustees meeting, Doug Battaglia seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Doug Battaglia, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Greg Fier, absent.  Ordinance approved first reading.

First Reading Bill 89, Ordinance 05-04, Amend Bill Number 9, Ordinance 90-6, CAAD Committee
Prior to the reading of the Ordinance, it was determined that the length of the term for the Chair of the CAAD Committee would be one year.  Chair J C Zalog read the ordinance in its entirety with the one year term stated in the reading.

Jim Daily moved to approve the first reading of Bill Number 89, Ordinance 05-04, Amending bill number 9, ordinance 90-6, CAAD Committee, and Kent Turner will continue as Chair for the one year, Doug Battaglia seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Doug Battaglia, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Greg Fier, absent.  Ordinance approved first reading.
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First Reading Bill Number 90, Ordinance 05-05, User Charge Ordinance

Discussion was held regarding various aspects of the Ordinance.

Chair J C Zalog read Bill Number 90, Ordinance 05-05 by title only and stated that the Ordinance will be placed in the Village office for not less than thirty (30) days for public comment and review. 
Doug Battaglia moved to approve the first reading of Bill Number 90, Ordinance 05-05 by title only, motion was seconded by Brett Stump.  Roll call vote:  Doug Battaglia, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Greg Fier absent.  Ordinance was approved for the first reading.
Committee Reports

Police & Safety Advisory – Brett Stump

Chair J C Zalog read the resignation of Carl McKinney, Police Chief into the minutes, effective at close of shift, Friday, February 4, 2005.

Committee Chair Brett Stump commented that a meeting was held with Sheriff Richard Hill, Village Superintendent Kathy Isaacs, and himself to research different avenues to ensure the safety of the Village, such as contracting for services with Stone County or hiring part time Stone County deputies to patrol the Village and the Sheriff will be working with the Police and Safety Advisory Committee for the future of the Village.  It was also noted that the County will be answering all 911 calls for the Village and patrolling as often as they can at this time.

Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock reported that a rezoning application and public hearing were held on a property and noted that no action was taken at this time.  He also reported that a public hearing was held regarding a preliminary plat for The Cliffs and Lantern Bay.  No action was taken pending review from the Village Engineer.

Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

Greg reviewed information on the 1/8 cent sales tax for Stone County that was removed from the ballot in April and information on HB 1433.  He also stated that a public meeting will be held for the Jakes Creek Trail project on Monday, February 21, 2005 at 7:00 p.m. 
Roads – Jim Daily

Jim reported that Hilltop Lane has been resurfaced with a gravel bed and that other areas in the Village had been repaired.  He noted that Long Lonesome Road has not been filled with “fill” at this time.  Jim also stated that an American Disposal truck did considerable damage to Indian Point Road by Lakeview Campground and repairs will be done when the weather gets warmer.

CAAD – Kent Turner

Kent Turner and the Trustees held discussion on the proposed trails and it was determined that a proposal would be submitted showing a map of the trail, budget for the project, and operation and maintenance of the trails after completion.  

Kent updated the Trustees on the success of the “Habitat for Fish” program.

Recycling – Betty Fier

In Betty Fier’s absence, Kathy Isaacs asked the Trustees for action to be taken on the donated trailer for paper.  Betty has requested that the trailer be placed down by storage buildings off Wolfe Lane.  Discussion was held and it was determined that another site should be located for this trailer.  No action taken.
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Kathy also noted that the grant was given for the recycling project.  The grant will pay for the concrete slab and fencing to place the trailer.  It was noted that the Trustees had approved the site down by the storage buildings for the recycling location.  Discussion was held as to the cost to prepare the site and if this location would be feasible.  Discussion was also held regarding transporting the trailer to the Branson Recycling Center when it was full.  It was determined that the Village would not transport the trailer and that other locations should be sought for the recycling project.
