Board of Public Works Recommendation to Award Contracts – Jakes Creek Trail

Bert Leman presented contracts from G&G Construction, Incorporated for the collection and treatment facility for the Jakes Creek Trail and an additional agreement with developer, CJ Perme between the Village of Indian Point and Crowne View Development for his portion of the treatment and shared collection which have been recommended by the Board of Public Works for approval by the Board of Trustees.
Dave Rawson moved to accept the agreement made and entered on February 12, 2008 between the Village and G&G Construction Co, Incorporated as per the Jakes Creek Trail Contract I, STEP/STAG Collection in the amount of $713,547.00.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Dave Rawson, yea; Mike Kugler, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea; Greg Fier, absent.  Motion carried.
Dave Rawson moved to accept the agreement made and entered on the 12th day of February, 2008 by and between the Village of Indian Point and G&G Construction Company, Incorporated as per Jakes Creek Trail Contract II, wastewater treatment facility in the amount of $528,287.00.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion.  Roll call vote:  Dave Rawson, yea; Mike Kugler, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea; Greg Fier absent.  Motion carried.
Dave Rawson moved to accept this contract made and entered into this 12th day of February, 2008 by and between the Village of Indian Point and Crowne View Development as per wastewater service contract in the amount of $296,950.24.
