Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance, noting a quorum was present.
Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the January 10, 2006 meeting minutes as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Fier moved to approve the January 31, 2006 special meeting minutes as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Fier moved to approve the February 2, 2006 special meeting minutes as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Request for Information from Corps of Engineers – Greg Oller

Greg Oller presented information on how to lease property from the Corp of Engineers.  The Village would be responsible for maintenance, paving of the road, public access 24 hours per day, lease cost for property would be $1000 to $3000 for five years plus the paving of the road. Docks that are adjacent, no change, the Village will take over the access from the dock owners, therefore dock owners will not have to pay for the docks, except for electricity.  Question was raised if the Village can upgrade property without leasing the property and Mr. Oller stated that no improvements would be allowed to the road.  Question was raised as to the Village liability of the leased area and Mr. Oller stated he would have to get an answer from the Corps.  It was further noted that if Village leases the area, the village police have jurisdiction.  
Treasurer’s Report

Brett Stump presented January financials, report filed for audit.

Brett Stump moved to make the following line transfers in the CAAD budget, general fund with no increase in the budget:  from 6-4190 Operation Wipe Out/Recycle $1800.00 and from 6-4060 Enchanted Forest $3,200.00 and transfer all to ($5000.00) to 6-4130 Marketing.  Greg seconded the motion, motion  carried.

Trustee Resignation

Chair Zalog read Jim Daily’s resignation from the Trustees and Police and Emergency Management Advisory Committee into the record.

Brett Stump moved to accept the resignation, Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Brett Stump made the recommendation to wait until the April meeting to fill the position. Greg Maycock suggested that Doug Battaglia be considered as a replacement for the vacancy.
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First Reading of Ordinance

Chair Zalog read Bill No 108, Ordinance 06-01, An Ordinance Approving Resolution P&Z #01-06 Recommending Approval of an Amendment to the Official Zoning Map in its entirety.  
Greg Fier moved to approve Bill No. 108, Ordinance 06-01, Brett Stump seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote:  Greg Fier, yea; Brett Stump, yea; JC Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia, absent, motion approved.
Chair Zalog read Resolution No. 06-1 a Resolution to Accept the Preliminary Plat for Rockwood Resort and Condominiums as Recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission in its entirety.

Brett Stump moved to approve Resolution No. 06-1, Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Motion carried, resolution approved.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management Advisory 

Chair Brett Stump moved to allot $4000 for used emergency sirens to be placed in the Village from the capital fund, and donations be accepted to off set the cost and an article be placed in the Smoke Signals for the donations.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Information given by Chief Scott Thirkell on the 1/2% public safety tax to be placed on the ballot for the April election, 1/4% to go to seven (7) incorporated areas that have police departments.  A task force will be formed to oversee the disbursements, one from the sheriff’s office, one from the county commission, and one from each incorporated entity.   
Brett Stump moved to appoint Alan Beiswinger to represent the Village to the task force.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Brett commented that Alan Beiswinger will come to a meeting to explain the 1/2% sales tax and will bring specific information.

Planning & Zoning Commission

Chair Greg Maycock noted that a public hearing was held to rezone lots in White Wing Village subdivision from R-1 to RM-2 and after comments, it was determined that definitions have to be upgraded.  He also noted that the preliminary plat for the Rockwood Resort and Condominiums was reviewed and submitted to the Board of Trustees.
Board of Public Works

Chair Greg Maycock informed the Trustees that only one bid was received for construction and none for the treatment plants, he noted that $800,000 was our cost for the entire project and the bid for construction only was for over $1.3 million, therefore BPW is in the process of looking at all other options to do the project at the projected cost for the Jakes Creek Trail.
Chair Maycock further noted that a request was received from the Board of Trustees for costs for water and wastewater for storage building for to be used for office space.  Chair Maycock distributed information from the BPW for estimated costs of custom modular office buildings to be placed on the Village property at John the Diver Trail and Indian Point Road and also addressed overall issues of 
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converting metal buildings for office space.  It was also noted that to place a well and wastewater treatment system at the storage building site would be between $5,000 and $15,000 for each.
Discussion was held regarding the storage building to be used for offices now and later for the police department and noted that two options will be reviewed in March.
Roads – Greg Fier

Greg Fier moved to approve a bid from Table Rock Asphalt Construction Company, Inc. in the amount of $750.85 Meadow Hills Lane repair. Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
CAAD – Kent Turner

Discussion held regarding the application for the Corps of Engineers lease area and whose responsibility it is and Brett Stump and Kent Turner will work on the project.
The Board of Trustees will formally invite Mike Rankin to attend the March Trustees meeting to talk about the possibility of writing a grant for the community building.
Recycle

Betty Fier requested a key to the storage building to put equipment in for the recycle pad and gave an update of what is being recycled.  It was noted that the gate will be repaired this weekend.

Jan Hoynacki announced an upcoming transportation meeting scheduled for February 21, 2006 arranged by George Cutbirth for a regional transportation project.

Greg Fier moved to approve the commercial lease with the Indian Point Chamber of Commerce for the storage of the Enchanted Forest Christmas lights and decorations.  Motion seconded by Brett Stump, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to sell the rebar located at the storage buildings.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier, motion carried.

New Business

Brett Stump moved to approve the mowing contract with Table Rock Mowing.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried

Street Signs

Greg Fier moved to replace the street signs at a cost of $2225.00 by Ayres Sign Company which includes fifty (50) signs at a cost of $32.50 each and labor to install new signs on existing structures.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
Unpaved Platted Roads

Discussion was held regarding developers wishing to build homes on unpaved platted roads and whose responsibility it is to pave the roads and should the roads be paved or graveled.  At the present time, there is no policy and in the past, sometimes roads were paved, other times roads were graveled.  Discussion was also held as to the builder possibly gets the area reading for paving, and culverts placed, base rock applied and crowing be accomplished and the Village will then do the paving.  This item was tabled until March.
Close Birch Lane
Brett Stump moved to close Birch Lane for ninety (90) days due to construction and keys be issued to Fire stations 10 and1, and our police department. Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

MODOT Grant for Traffic Engineer

Greg Fier moved to move forward with the MODOT Grant for the traffic engineer study. Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
