Meeting Minutes

Chair Kim Bonham called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:00 p.m.  It was noted that all members were present.  Chief of Police Forrest Thompson was absent as he was at class.

Approval of Minutes

Jim Daily moved to approve the minutes of the February 10, 2004 meeting as written.  James Smith seconded the motion, motion carried with J C Zalog abstaining as he was not present at the meeting.
Treasurer’s Report

J C Zalog reviewed the financial report for February, 2004.  Report was filed for audit.

CPA Audit Review
Lisa Officer, CPA with McCullough, Officer and Company reviewed the 2003 audit.  

Kathy Isaacs noted that a purchase order has been implemented; bidding procedures have been started but not completed as yet; Stone County Assessors office has been contacted regarding the real estate property tax payment being refunded.

Jim Daily moved to accept the 2003 audit report submitted by McCullough, Officer and Company.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Old Business

Real Estate
Chair Kim Bonham called an executive session to discuss real estate transactions.
Chair Kim Bonham called the meeting to order and stated that discussion was held on two (2) real estate proposals.  Jan Hoynacki has submitted a proposal to the Village of Indian Point for the village to purchase property.
Brett Stump moved that the property offer submitted by Jan Hoynacki to the Village of Indian Point to purchase be rejected at this time.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried with J C Zalog abstaining.

Chair Bonham stated that the second proposal was submitted by Arno Wehr to purchase property from the Village.

Jim Daily moved that the property offer submitted by Arno Wehr to the Village of Indian Point to sell village property be rejected.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried with James Smith abstaining.

New Business
First Reading Ordinance 04-03 Establishing Police & Safety Advisory Committee

The first reading of Ordinance 04-03 Bill Number 80 establishing a Police and Safety Advisory Committee for the Village of Indian Point, Missouri was done by Chair Bonham.

J C Zalog moved to ratify Ordinance 04-03 Bill Number 80.  Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; James Smith, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Kim Bonham, yea, motion carried.
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First Reading Ordinance 04-04 Approving Resolution P&Z 4-04

The first reading of Ordinance 04-04 Bill Number 81 approving Resolution P&Z 4-04 recommending approval of an amendment to the official zoning map was done by Chair Bonham.

Brett Stump moved to ratify Ordinance 04-04 Bill Number 81.  James Smith seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; James Smith, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Kim Bonham, yea, motion carried.

Request for Clerical Support

Chair Bonham stated that the Trustees had requested that Kathy submit a proposal for clerical support and information was sent to all Trustees February 25, 2004.  Clarification was made that Kathy would still attend all meetings.
It was noted that an amended budget will have to done per outlined in the request, which will show a deficit of $2750.00.

Jim Daily moved to approve the request as outlined for clerical support for the Village office.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Committee Reports

Police & Safety – Brett Stump

Jim Daily moved to approve the Chief of Police job description.  J C Zalog seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett noted that additional job descriptions will be forthcoming.

Brett informed the Trustees that a new reserve officer, Ted Thompson, who will be starting his training and has six years experience with Stone County and Branson West.  Interviews are being held for a third reserve officer, Alan Outhouse.

Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock reported that a public hearing was held prior to the meeting and reporting procedures for the applications for permits and status of open permits were discussed at the regular meeting.  The commission also discussed the maps and how they can be better preserved and will be working with Stone County to update our maps.
Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock reported that a special meeting was held to discuss real estate and the monthly meeting will be held on Wednesday, March 10, 2004.

Roads – Jim Daily

Jim Daily reported that the process has been started to sell the grader through various contacts.  Jim presented the ten (10) year road plan to the Trustees for their review. 

Question was asked about whose responsibility is it to clean out the ditches along the roads and driveways that wash into the roads after a heavy rain?  Jim stated that at this time, the responsibility becomes that of homeowners to clean the ditches and he will talk with Cliff Fitzwater to see if he can assist.  If a driveway washes, the homeowner is responsible for handling.

CAAD – Kent Turner

Betty Fier reported that a survey had been sent to the businesses in the Village regarding recycling and will be contacting Reeds Spring recycling for further input.  
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Kent Turner reviewed the attached report to the Trustees which included the proposal for the marketing funds allocated by the Trustees.  Greg Maycock and Bert Leman presented marketing information that is on the website.
J C Zalog moved to the approve the marketing plan allocation submitted for $3,000.00 lease for the Silver Dollar City advertising signage at 76 and Indian Point Road; $2,000.00 to repair signs; $5,000.00 to join with Chamber funds for marketing with the website.  James Smith seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jan Hoynacki reported on the Transportation meeting per the attached report.

Roads
After review by the Trustees, Jim Daily explained and answered questions regarding the ten (10) year road plan.

Brett Stump moved to accept the preliminary ten (10) year road plan, subject to change according to budget constraints.  J C Zalog seconded the motion, motion carried.

Second Readings

Jim Daily moved to ratify Ordinance 04-03 Bill Number 80.  Brett Stump seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; James Smith, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Kim Bonham, yea, ordinance adopted.

J C Zalog moved to appoint Brett Stump as chair of the Police and Safety Advisory committee.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

The second reading of Ordinance 04-04 Bill Number 81 approving Resolution P&Z 4-04 recommending approval of an amendment to the official zoning map was done by Chair Bonham.

Brett Stump moved to ratify Ordinance 04-04 Bill Number 81.  Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; James Smith, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Kim Bonham, yea; ordinance adopted.

Brett Stump moved to appoint the following members to the Police and Safety Advisory Committee:  J C Zalog, vice chair; Paul Hough, Kevin McKoy, and Jim Daily.  James Smith seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval of Accounts Payable

J C Zalog moved to approve the accounts payable.  James Smith seconded the motion, motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees

Jim Daily thanked James Smith for his service as a Trustee.

Comments from the Floor

Paul Hough gave comments regarding grant funding available for the emergency shelter.  It was noted that information was given to the grant writer for the Community Building.
Kent Turner gave comments on the 911 program and that 911 wants to change addresses.  Discussion was held and it was decided that anyone that could attend the board meeting of 911 should do so to express why addresses cannot be changed.
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Gene Kuechler reported on the deer population in the Village.  Brett Stump commented that he is looking into a lottery program that will help alleviate the deer population, but further investigation has to be done before this can be done.

Jim Daily moved to adjourn the meeting, Brett Stump seconded the motion.
