Vice Chair Kugler closed the comment session and called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.
Approval of Minutes

Dave Rawson moved to approve the minutes of the special meeting held on April 3, 2008 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried with Kevin McKoy abstaining as he was not present at the meeting. 

Swearing in Elected Trustees

Mike Kugler thanked everyone for his support as Trustee for the past two years and turned the meeting over to Tom Motley, Village Attorney as the chair was not present at the meeting.

Vice Chair
Larry Stenzel nominated Dave Rawson as Vice Chair; Kevin McKoy seconded the nomination.  Kevin McKoy moved to close nominations for vice chair; Larry Stenzel seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Greg Fier abstained; Arno Wehr III, absent.  Dave Rawson approved as Vice Chair.

Tom Motley turned the meeting over to Vice Chair Dave Rawson.
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Secretary/Treasurer 
Kevin McKoy nominated Greg Fier who did not accept the nomination. Larry Stenzel nominated Kevin McKoy, Dave Rawson seconded the nomination. Teresa Davison outlined the trails for the Village and Kent Turner talked about the easements necessary for the trails.  It was noted that no additional work can be accomplished on the trails in Phase I and II until the easements are received and processed.

Police & Emergency Management Advisory Committee – Vice Chair 

Kevin McKoy moved to appoint Larry Stenzel as vice chair of the Police and Emergency Management Advisory Committee.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; and Greg Fier, yea; Arno Wehr III, absent.  Larry Stenzel approved as Vice Chair of the committee.
Road & Street Committee – Vice Chair

Kevin McKoy moved to appoint Larry Stenzel as Vice Chair to the Road and Street Committee.  Greg Fier seconded the motion. Roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; and Greg Fier, yea, Arno Wehr III, absent.  Larry Stenzel approved as Vice Chair of the committee.

Planning & Zoning Commission  

Kevin McKoy moved to re-appoint Greg Fier and Dave Rawson to the Planning and Zoning Commission as Trustee representatives.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurer Report

March financials were filed for audit.

Greg Fier moved to approve the Bank of America resolution and signature card for check signors to be chair, vice chair, secretary/treasurer and village superintendent.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion; roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea;, Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Arno Wehr III, absent.  Motion carried.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management Advisory Committee

Kevin McKoy reported that a grant for new sirens has been submitted at no cost to the village; Southern Stone County Fire District donated server and police software at a cost of $8000 for the department and a grant has been applied for bullet proof vests.
Kevin McKoy moved to purchase an AED not to exceed $1200.00 as a non-budget item.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken: Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Arno Wehr III, absent.  Motion carried.
Kevin McKoy moved to hire Ray Calzaretta as a full time Police Officer effective April 26, 2008 at a salary of $24,500.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.
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Kevin McKoy moved to approve the purchase of a second police vehicle, 2003 Crowne Victoria, from Stone County Sheriff department, which includes equipment needed in an amount not to exceed $6675.00.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion, motion carried.
It was noted that the monthly meeting will be held on May 12, 2008 at noon at the Convention Center.

Planning & Zoning Commission
Greg Maycock reported on the following:  approved rezoning for Village at Indian Point from A-1 to PDD C-2; recommended to the Trustees approval of the preliminary plat for the Village at Indian Point; approved sketch plan for Ashwood Development to proceed with preliminary plat; and scheduling the next date for review of the comprehensive plan.
Board of Public Works

Bert Leman reported on the Jakes Creek Trail construction.  Discussion was held regarding the flags on the lawns and if they could be removed for mowing purposes.  It was noted that Bert would check on this item.
Roads 
Bob Cary reported that he is waiting on bids for repairs to roads.
CAAD – No report
Recycling 
Betty Fier reported the change of hours starting in May for the recycle center; asked for more resorts to collect for aluminum; and discussion held regarding the aluminum bin placed on Jakes Creek Trail.  It was determined that Greg Maycock, Bob Cary and Kathy Isaacs will look at the location and report their findings.
Transportation Coalition 
Jan Hoynacki reviewed information regarding the additional lanes that will be added on highway 76 from Indian Point Road east to 265 and also noted that there are on-going meetings regarding signage for the new portion of Indian Point Road.
Chamber of Commerce 
Kent Turner reported that the new office is open and donations are being sought for the inside of the office.
Village Office Task Force
Kent Turner reported that grants are being sought from SEMA for the shelter.  Boyd Hamilton inquired as to the $318,000 that was borrowed and if it was earmarked for the project in a special place and response was given as to where the money is shown on the balance sheet and explanation of how the funds will be received when the project is started.
Committee Appointments

Greg Fier moved to re-appoint Kent Turner and Gwen Leman as members of the CAAD committee for a two year term.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.
Greg Fier moved to re-appoint John Donahue and Dave Gillen to the Board of Adjustments for a five year terms.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried.

Kevin McKoy moved to re-appoint JC Zalog to the Police & Emergency Management Advisory Committee for a two year term.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
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New Business

Relocation of Jakes Creek Trail – Tom Motley

Tom Motley informed the Trustees that he has received calls from Jim Daily and Bert Leman regarding the location of Jakes Creek Trail and noted that the road is not paved where it is platted, but has not received an application from either party to move the road at this time.  Discussion was held regarding procedures and the Trustees directed Tom Motley to send a letter to both parties advising them of the procedures and upon receipt of an application, Trustees will review the issue and how to handle same.
Approval of Accounts 
Kevin McKoy moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried

Greg Fier thanked all the public that voted for him and also discussed meeting procedures and public comments at the meeting.
Comments from Floor

Arno Wehr II commented on the village bill and suggested that the Trustees may want to take a position on the issue. 
Kent Turner commented on the right of ways and suggested that Heithaus Engineering present information as to their findings.

Jan Hoynacki commented on possible encroachment of her property and the new home being built on John the Diver Trail.  It was noted that this is a civil matter and not a village issue.
Boyd Hamilton commented on comments made by Greg Fier regarding public comments at the Trustee meetings.

Vice Chair Rawson temporarily adjourned the regular session at 8:55 p.m. to go into executive session. 
Vice Chair Rawson called the regular session back to order at 9:40 p.m. and noted that action taken in the executive session was to direct the village attorney to review legal information.
