Chair Diane Cary called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance, noting a 

quorum was present.  The following additions were added to the agenda:  Roads – Long 

Lonesome Trail; Old Business – Board of Adjustment vacancies and Request for extension for 

Deer Run Campground.

Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the minutes of April 11, 2006 as written.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, motion carried

Treasurer Reports

April financials were reviewed and filed for audit

Brett Stump moved to approve the following line transfer in the general fund, police department with no change in budget as follows:  Transfer $11,000 from 2-4300, Policy Salary to $8,000 to 2-4310, Reserve Officers; $2,000 to 2-4315 Police contract labor; $1,0000 to 2-4320 Inmate Expenses; and transfer $100.00 from 2-4030 Continuing Education to 2-4360 Cell Phone/Pager.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.
Proclamation

Mike Kugler read the proclamation for Indian Rally Day.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management – Brett Stump

Greg Fier moved to appoint JC Zalog and Kevin McKoy for two (2) year terms and Mike Kugler as Trustee on the Police & Emergency Management Advisory Committee.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, discussion was held regarding the appointments.  Motion carried. 

Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock

Commented on public hearing for rezoning and Thousand Oaks development by CJ Perme and gave an update on the preliminary plat
Arno Wehr III moved to increase the fee for zoning compliance applications for agriculture districts, all residential districts and all PDD’s mixed used development to $100 per dwelling unit or lot, $30.00 for administration and $70.00 for roads as recommended by Planning and Zoning Commission.  Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Discussion followed regarding the fee.  Motion carried.
It was noted that the Table Rock Sunset Condos has not submitted a final plat and was notified that the plat was to be submitted for the May Planning and Zoning meeting for approval.  A request has been received (see attached) asking for an extension until the June Planning and Zoning meeting.  If requirements have not been met by the June meeting, violations of the ordinance will be put into effect and the plat will be stricken from the record.
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Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

It was noted that tank inspections will be done for the Jakes Creek Trail Project within the next two weeks and review of the timeline for re-bidding the project was accomplished.  It was noted that the BPW is still looking for a director to serve a four year term and members for a task force for potable water.

Roads – Mike Kugler

Mike presented a request from Kim Cook Construction to pave Mayden Lane. Discussion was held regarding the motion rescinded at the April meeting.

Brett Stump moved to table this request until Mike Kugler comes up with options.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier, motion carried.
In October, 2005, a bid was received and approved to stripe and seal a portion of road on Long Lonesome Trail.  Due to weather conditions, the work was not accomplished, but the company is ready to begin the work.  Discussion was held regarding the necessity of sealing an asphalt road. 
Arno Wehr III moved to stripe the area on Long Lonesome Trail, but not to seal the road. Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

CAAD – Kent Turner

Report attached.  Recommended Arno Wehr III to serve as the Trustee member on the CAAD committee.  He also noted that the sign on the Village property has structural damage and will require repairs. 

Recycling – Betty Fier
Updated on paper and aluminum pickup and noted the second collection time on Tuesday, 4pm to 6 pm.   Sign for the recycle center – hazardous waste for Stone County – more signs that have symbol with arrows pointing direction – discussion on sign location – first sign on TR Circle that has directional 
Greg Fier moved to purchase signage with directional arrows for the recycle center.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.

Regional Transportation 
Report was given on the Regional Transportation meeting.
Deer Run Campground Extension
Brett Stump moved to decline the extension request from Dave Storts of Deer Run Campground for installation of the median and inform him that he is in violation of the ordinance.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, motion carried.

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Board of Adjustments – 
Mike Kugler moved to appoint Bill Turner for a four (4) year term and John Donahue one (1) year term to fill an unexpired position as recommended by the Board of Adjustments.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to go into Executive Session Legal Issue, Arno Wehr III seconded the motion.  Discussion was held as the issue.  Motion failed.
Mike Kugler recommended moving the village office space to after the executive session on the agenda.

Notation was made that Marci Manna is in the process of preparing the needs assessment survey to be given to the Board of Trustees for approval.  It was noted that the Planning and Zoning Commission and CAAD Committee will also review.

Trails 
Discussion was held regarding the MODOT grant which was given to the Village last year for trails.

Approval Accounts Payable 
Brett Stump moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.  

Recommendation was made to write a letter to White River regarding the lights that are not replaced after reporting same.

Kent Turner requested that Arno Wehr III be appointed as Trustee for the CAAD Committee.

Diane Cary moved to appoint Arno Wehr III as a member of the CAAD Committee.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
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Comments were made regarding the trails and parks for Indian Point.  It was noted that the Corps of Engineers has not taken care of the parks they own  Discussion was held on the Corps of Engineers public parks and the need to inform the public there is a park for anyone to use at the Corps of Engineers campground.
Brett Stump moved to contact the Corps of Engineers to give free passes for any resident within the Village of Indian Point to use the park and swimming facilities.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.
Bert Leman noted that various signs are posted in the Village that need to be removed. 
Brett Stump moved that a helicopter sign be added under the recycle signs.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, motion carried.

Executive Session

Greg Fier moved to go into executive session, Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried. 
Chair Cary temporarily adjourned the regular meeting to go into executive session per 610.021 (1) of the Sunshine Law at 9:15 p.m.

Chair Cary called the regular session of the Board of Trustees back to order at 10:25 p.m. and noted that legal issues were discussed with no action taken.
Village Attorney Tom reviewed information on the Sunshine Law, regarding two (2) Trustees talking about Village affairs and stated if two (2) Trustees get together then one (1) of the Trustees goes to another Trustee with the same information, violation of the Sunshine Law has occurred.  He further stated that his recommendation as Village Attorney is the same as the Missouri Municipal League, no two (2) Trustees should talk about Village affairs unless it is in an open advertised meeting 

Village Office Space

Brett Stump presented information as to costs for the storage building $10,000 to rough in the structure.  Discussion ensued, no action taken. 
Greg Fier moved to adjourn the meeting, Mike Kugler seconded the motion.
