Chairman, J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Minutes
Jim Daily moved to approve the Trustee minutes of May 11, 2004 as written.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier, motion passed.
Treasurers Report
Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the May financials and report was filed for audit.

Jim Daily moved to cash Certificate of Deposit #9614 in the General Fund.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passed unanimously.

Old Business
Trustee Nominations
Written letter of nomination for Doug Battaglia was submitted.

Jim Daily moved to appoint Doug Battaglia for the vacant Trustee position.  Greg Fier seconded the motion and roll call vote was taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Jim Daily, yea; Brett Stump, yea; J C Zalog, yea.  Motion carried.

Doug Battaglia was sworn in as a Trustee by Chair J C Zalog.  Mr. Battaglia was seated at the Board of Trustee’s table. 
Planning & Zoning Nominations
Written letter of nomination submitted for Kim Bonham, by Greg Maycock, Chair of Planning & Zoning Commission.  
Greg Fier moved to accept the appointment of Kim Bonham to the Planning and Zoning Commission, seconded by Brett Stump.  Discussion:  JC Zalog wanted ‘it pointed out that Ms. Bonham did resign as Trustee after she was elected to the Board of Trustees and to me that goes as to her character, so…. ‘   Greg Maycock, chair of Planning and Zoning indicated that Ms. Bonham’s position on Planning and Zoning would require her to resign as the Trustee member.  J C Zalog restated the motion, and called for a roll call vote, Greg Fier, yea; Jim Daily, nay; Brett Stump, yea; J C Zalog, nay.  Motion carried. Ms. Bonham is appointed to fill the resident vacancy on the Planning and Zoning Commission.
Board of Adjustments
Harold Roehr nomination submitted.  
Jim Daily moved to appoint Harold Roehr to the Board of Adjustments.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passed. 
Trails
Discussion was held regarding the easement contracts for the Trails in the Village.  Village Attorney Tom Motley has reviewed both contracts.

Greg Fier moved to accept the easement contracts as approved by the Village Attorney for the trails in the Village.  Motion was seconded by Jim Daily, motion passed unanimously.
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Architectural Contract
Village Attorney, Tom Motley stated he had reviewed the contract and approved as to form, as was noted on the contract.

Jim Daily moved to approve the contract with Jack Ball & Associates, PC with the Village of Indian Point with changes and or additions for the community building.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion passed.  
New Business:

Chair J C Zalog adjourned the meeting to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel issues.
Chair J C Zalog called the meeting back into session and stated that the executive session was held to discuss personnel matters and evaluation of Village employees.
Approval of Resolution 04-1, Building Committee

Chair J C Zalog read Resolution 04-1 to establish a Building Committee for the Village of Indian Point.

Greg Fier moved to adopt Resolution 04-1, Brett Stump seconded the motion.
Discussion was held regarding two Trustees being appointed to the Building Committee and the necessity to hold public meetings with notices and recorded meeting with minutes (Sunshine Law).  
Jim Daily amended the motion that he be replaced by Paul Hough.  The amendment was seconded by Greg Fier.  Motion as amended passed.
First Readings Ordinances

Ordinance 06-04, Bill Number 83 to Repeal Bill No 9, Ordinance 90-6

Chair J C Zalog read Ordinance #06-04, bill #83.

Jim Daily moved to approve Ordinance 06-04, Bill Number 83 as read.  Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Discussion was held and Jim Daily withdrew the motion.
Brett Stump moved to table the issue until the July meeting in order to research the structure of the CAAD committee in order to have the names of five (5) members and the Chair of the CAAD committee.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passed.  
Due to the motion for further investigation of the CAAD Committee, Ordinance 07-04, Bill #84 was not introduced and suggested it be tabled by Chair J C Zalog until the next Trustee meeting in July.  
Brett Stump moved to table Ordinance 07-04, Bill #84 until the July Trustee meeting.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passed.
Revised Sunshine Law

Village Attorney, Tom Motley discussed the Sunshine Law and the proposed revisions that have been made to it regarding all conversations between two or more public officials within the State of Missouri.  All contracts between the Village and any other entity must be made available for public viewing.  The new revisions are not yet in effect until the Governor signs them in to law sometime in late August 2004.  
Other New Business

Chair J C Zalog asked that his expenses for $70.00 registration fee and mileage to attend a Missouri Municipal League Newly Elected Official’s Conference which will be held in Jefferson City be paid by the general fund. Brett Stump indicated that this Conference is the one that has been recommended for all of the Village Trustees to attend.

Trustees Minutes

June 8, 2004

Brett Stump moved to pay J C Zalog’s registration fee of $70.00 and his mileage to attend the Missouri Municipal League Conference.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passes with four (4) yeas and one (1) nay. 

Committee Reports
Police and Safety
Brett Stump, Chairman reported that a meeting was held on June 7, 2004 which covered the police report for the month of May and the police activity report to be published in the Village’s Smoke Signals.  It was also reported that the Village has two new Reserve Officers, William Yancey a police veteran of ten (10) years and Don C. Motley who is currently a police officer in Stone County.  Currently within the Village there is a requirement of forty (40) hours of ‘drive around time’ with the Police Chief, Forrest Thompson and this has proven to be a hindrance to providing additional coverage until the new officers complete this requirement as outlined in the Standard Operating Procedures.

Brett Stump moved to amend the forty (40) hour requirement of drive around time to eight (8) hours for police officers with five (5) years or more police experience within the State of Missouri.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion passed.   
J C Zalog reminded all present about the Neighborhood Watch Meeting at 7:00 p.m. on June 14, 2004 at Bradford on the Lake.  Sheriff Richard Hill will be there for a ‘meet and greet’ and go over the information all who attend.
Planning & Zoning Commission
Chair Greg Maycock stated that the Planning and Zoning discussed an encroachment of an easement in a residential subdivision, and no decision was made pending gathering additional information.
Board of Public Works
Chair Greg Maycock commented that the BPW has closed on the purchase of land through the Board of Trustees for the treatment plant site for the Jake’s Creek Trail project.  The BPW met with the Missouri Department of Natural Resources (DNR) representatives from the engineering and financial sides (separate meetings) to review the BPW structure, rules and regulations, review of the Jakes Creek Trail project, and specifically the application for funding of the project.  Heithaus Engineering has now been given direction to continue with the facility plan and to assist with the reports and documents required for the DNR funding applications.  The BPW is continuing to work on the Rules and Regulations; forms for applications and permits, etc; review of statistics for system on Mimosa Lane; and reviewed highlights of the open forum for the citizens of Indian Point and stated there was a modest turn-out of about twenty (20) participants and comments were positive with a few cautionary remarks.  
Roads 
Chair Jim Daily reported the survey has been completed and paving will start on Magnolia Trail soon as well as additional road patch work in different areas in the Village.  
Jim Daily moved to transfer $1,000.00 from the Road Repair Fund to the Striping Fund, line-item transfer Road Fund. Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion passed.  
Jim indicated that plans were underway to trim back foliage from the roadways for safety purposes.  Additionally, Cliff Fitzwater will be mowing the Village lot and this is to be paid from the Road Fund.
CAAD
Chair Kent Turner stated there was a meeting of those persons interested in beautification.  Diane Cary has volunteered to chair the beautification committee. Betty Fier gave an update on the recycling project.
Accounts Payable
Brett Stump moved to approve the Accounts Payable as presented, seconded by Jim Daily, motioned passed.
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Comments from the Trustees
Brett Stump indicated that Marilyn Jones, Corp of Engineers, would like a list of all Trustees, committees and commissions that the Village has so communication can be handled with the appropriate party.  Kathy Isaacs will get the information to Marilyn Jones.  Jim Daily said that the first point of contact from the Corp of Engineers with the Village should go through Kathy Isaacs and she will forward to the appropriate individuals.  All Trustee members agreed that Kathy needs to be the first point of contact for all issues concerning the Village.  
Comments from the Floor
Arno Wehr II stated that he had been in contact with the Village Superintendent with the issue of ‘what is a nuisance’ and is now asking the Board of Trustees for their clarification.  Regarding noise, there is nothing clear today (even though there have been interpretations) as to appropriate noise levels and hours on Indian Point.  Also, there is a misunderstanding that if there even is a noise ordinance on Indian Point.  There may be a misinterpretation of the Village Police Department and the Corp Campground.  The County may not interpret the same way as we were led to believe.  Mr. Wehr would like the Board of Trustees to clarify what they conceive to be a noise nuisance with regard to noise level and the times of day it would be enforced.  
Jim Daily responded to Mr. Wehr, that Kathy Isaacs had clarified and e-mailed all of the Trustees and then read from the Nuisance Ordinance.  Jim indicated that in the e-mail, Kathy requested input from each of the Trustees and no-one had responded to her with the exception of himself.  Mr. Daily went through the process with regard to the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.  
Again, Mr. Wehr stated he did not believe that Kathy has a clear understanding of the Ordinance, his problems with noise issues, and etc.  Kathy Isaacs indicated that she contacted Stone County Prosecutors office and is awaiting information on this issue.

Further discussion continued on this subject and Mr. Wehr indicated that perhaps a decibel monitor should be purchased by the Village.  Mr. Wehr stated that he would like to see a specific Noise Ordinance with time parameters.   JC Zalog interjected with the reading of the Noise Ordinance and the Peace Ordinance.  Kathy Isaacs read the Event Ordinance contents.  It was concluded that the Board of Trustees would look into the issue by the next meeting.  More discussion continued regarding noise from workers, resorts, events, festivals, and etc.  
Adjournment
Brett Stump moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:00 p.m., and Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion passed unanimously.  
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
