Public Comment session on agenda items was opened at 7:00 p.m.  As there was no comments received, the session ended at 7:05 p.m.
Chair Arno Wehr III called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance at 7:05 p.m.

Dave Rawson moved to add the following items to the agenda:  Under New Business, (b) Event Permit Request and allow Jeff Justus, candidate for House of Representatives, 62nd District to introduce himself after Approval of Minutes.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval of Minutes

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the minutes of May 13, 2008 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Candidate

Jeff Justus introduced himself and stated he is a candidate for the office for the House of Representatives, 62nd District.

Treasurer’s Report

May financials were filed for audit.

Kevin McKoy moved to cash in Certificate of Deposit 1373 to cover expenses.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion.  Discussion held regarding possible budget cuts.  Roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea; motion carried.

First Reading of Ordinance

Kevin McKoy read Bill Number 134, Ordinance 08-02, An Ordinance to approve the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission, P&Z 6-08 for a replat of Crowne View Estates, Blocks 1-5, Units 1K, Units 3A-3O and common elements, Phase I final plat for Crowne View Estates Condominium submitted by Crowne View Development, LLC in its entirety.
Dave Rawson moved to approve the first reading of Bill Number 134, Ordinance 08-02 as read.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  First reading of Bill Number 134 approved.

Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management Advisory 

Kevin McKoy reported that the committee will meet on Monday, July 7, 2008 at noon at the Convention Center.  Comment from the public was raised as to the safety of Indian Point Road at the US Corps of Engineers campground entrance and it was noted that this portion of the road is the responsibility of the US Corps of Engineers and Bob Cary, Road Committee chair, will contact them.
Planning & Zoning Commission

Greg Maycock reported that the members of the Comprehensive Plan update have completed reviewing the draft and information is to be submitted to HNTB for changes.  Upon receipt of the final draft, another review will be accomplished.  He also noted that recommended changes to the Zoning Regulations and the Subdivision Regulations were reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Commission members and changes will be sent to HNTB.

Board of Public Works

Greg Fier moved to approve the contract with Heithaus Engineering for the Jakes Creek Trail project.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion.  Mr. Leman noted that this contract supersedes the previous contract which was approved as the BPW attorney added additional language to cover Crowne View.  Roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea; motion carried.
Bert Leman reported that the main collection lines are in place and the construction crew will return in the fall for the connection lines.  He also noted that work is continuing on the treatment plant.  Mr. Leman reported that a letter will be sent in the near future regarding replacement of tanks and that financing for the tank replacement is being sought from different banks.  It was noted that the Village will sign the note and guarantee the loan, and the costs of the financing will be passed along to the property owners, if they desire to finance the replacement tank.  Question was raised as to the cost of the replacement tanks and Mr. Leman noted that exact figures have not been determined.  Other questions were as follows:  1) why there were different sizes of tanks and did so many tanks need to be replaced, and 2) where would the next project be?
Mr. Leman noted that as the system is a step collection, tanks will have to be minimum of 1500 gallons, therefore, if the tank is in good condition and a 1000 gallon tank, a 500 gallon tank with an external sump would have to be installed; if the tank is 1500 gallons and in good condition, no additional tanks will be installed; and if the tanks are in poor condition, the tank will have to be replaced with a 1500 gallon tank.  The property owner will have the option of paying for the tank and installation all at once or may finance the tank installation through the village.

Roads

Bob Cary recommended the following road repairs be approved and work completed by Advanced Paving, LLC, low bidder:  1) Cave Lane, dig out and patch area, approximately 6’ x 36’, pull ditch approximately 60”; 2) Map Lane, dig out and repair 1 area, approximately 9’ x 50’, patch as needed with compacted base.  Discussion was held and it was determined to wait on Map Lane until after the connection lines are completed with the Jakes Creek Trail wastewater project.
Dave Rawson moved to table road repairs on Cave Lane.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.

Discussion was held regarding the striping on Indian Point Road on the US Corps of Engineers portion of the road and Bob Cary will contact the Corps of Engineers.

CAAD – No Report

Recycling 

Betty Fier reported that glass was taken to Branson; Nestle Purina emptied the paper bin, 4.96 tons; the aluminum collection sites are full and will be emptied soon; and Dave Storts is working on another aluminum recycle bin.

Transportation Coalition/Stone County Transportation

Jan Hoynacki reported that Silver Dollar City has pushed the deadline back to late July for completion of the road.  It was also announced that the Stone County Transportation Coalition will be meeting on June 30, 2008 at 10:00 a.m. in the Stone County Commissioner’s room, Galena to discuss the Peninsula Parkway financing.  Greg Maycock will attend the meeting to give information on the road that CJ Perme is putting in to 265.

Chamber of Commerce 

Kent Turner reported that the Chamber is working on a new marketing plan for Indian Point.  Mr. Turner also stated that US Corps of Engineers may not let the Chamber use the campground for the Enchanted Forest and suggested that the entire Village meet with the Corps of Engineers.  He further suggested that the Village may want to take a wish list to the Corps of Engineers and suggest that the Village take over the leasing of the campground for additional revenue and to establish parks in the village on Corps land.
Bert Leman presented the profit and loss for the Enchanted Forest for 2007 and budget for 2008-2009.
Village Office Task Force
No additional information was presented.

Old Business

Ron Benson Memorial Signs

Chair Wehr III explained that he had talked with Mrs. Benson and she stated she did not wish to have the memorial signs installed and stated that she would rather have the money go towards the Water Committee or a bench be installed along the trails.

Dave Rawson moved to rescind the motion to allow the installation of the Ron Benson memorial signs per the wishes of Mrs. Benson.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

It was suggested that a list be kept of names for future memorials, possibly along the trails.

274 Indian Lane

Discussion was held regarding the deliberating condition of the home and the mold that has accumulated.  It was noted that the property owners have been contacted several times and citations issued.  Per Village Attorney, Tom Motley, the village has the following options:  1) Demolish the home at the village’s expense and assess a special assessment for the costs on the property taxes which will take a minimum of three (3) years to recoup the expenses; or 2) the village do nothing and let the surrounding property owners file suit.  He further explained if the Board starts the process, the following will have to be accomplished:  1) go to the judge of Stone County and convince him of the situation by talking with the Stone County Prosecutor assigned to the Village to make application.  The application will have to show there is a need as health hazards and safety.  It was also noted that the well will have to be capped and septic system be sealed.  Mr. Motley stated that an inspection of the property cannot be accomplished unless the process is followed.
Dave Rawson moved to have Village Attorney, Tom Motley start the process to execute an order with Daryell Scribner, Stone County Prosecutor for the Village and the option be open to be able to inspect the property.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried with Larry Stenzel abstaining as he owns property next to 274 Indian Lane.

Code Enforcer

Larry Stenzel moved to adopt the policy and procedures and the inspection form for the compliance inspector as submitted by Village attorney, Tom Motley.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion, motion carried, 4-1, Kevin McKoy opposed.

Discussion was held regarding the costs involved for the position.  It was noted that the position will have to be covered by workmen’s compensation, liability, and other insurance.  It was also noted that a stipend of $10.00 per visit will be issued upon receipt of all records and Mr. Motley stated that this position cannot issue tickets or fines; an identification badge will be issued; that all inspections are channeled through the Village office only and not by Trustees.

Dave Rawson moved to appoint Boyd Hamilton as the Compliance Inspector.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried 4-1, Kevin McKoy opposed.

Event Permit

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the event permit as submitted by Laura Daily for September 6, 2008.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion.  Discussion was held as to the time of the event as to start and finish.  Mr. Motley stated that this is not a decision that the Trustees can make as the Ordinance only states date and location of the event.  Motion carried 3-2, Arno Wehr III and Dave Rawson opposed.

Second Reading of Ordinance

Kevin McKoy read Bill Number 132, Ordinance 08-02, An Ordinance to approve the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission, P&Z 6-08 for a replat of Crowne View Estates, Blocks 1-5, Units 1K, Units 3A-3O and common elements, Phase I final plat for Crowne View Estates Condominium submitted by Crowne View Development, LLC in its entirety.

Dave Rawson moved to adopt Bill Number 132, Ordinance 08-02, second reading.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Bill 132 adopted.
Approval of Accounts Payable

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees

Arno Wehr III stated is not against issuing event permits, but has a concern when the event goes past the noise ordinance timeline.  He also thanked all the public for attending the meetings.
Kevin McKoy commented that we should go more digital in our operations to avoid using all the paper and in so doing, cutting down costs.

Dave Rawson commented that it is nice to have volunteers and congratulated Boyd Hamilton as compliance inspector.

Greg Fier commented on his article in the Smoke Signals and stated no one should speak unless recognized by the chair.  He also stated that the curve sign is still down on Table Rock Circle, the grooves are still in the road and a culvert has not been installed.  He further stated that the meetings are too long and the Trustees should have a second meeting if not finished by 9:00 p.m.
Comments from the Floor

Boyd Hamilton commented on the lateness of the meeting, but stated that elected officials should not run for office if they cannot stay late.

Jan Hoynacki commented on stray dogs that appear to be dumped in the Village and noted that the police department stated that all the Village can do is to release the dogs.  She also commented that fireworks displays in other areas are banned.

Paul Hough asked if the Village office task force had made any comments and it was noted that the discussion was held during the special meeting prior to the Trustee meeting.

Kent Turner asked that the financials show a percentage for revenue and the Trustees directed the office to show this on next month’s financials.

Jim Adams commented on the lack of striping on the Corps portion of Indian Point Road, walking safely on the roads, and suggested that roads be repaired with tar to prevent further road damage.

Kevin McKoy moved to go into executive session per RSMO Section 610.021 (1) legal.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Kevin McKoy, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Motion carried.

Chair Wehr III temporarily adjourned the regular session at 9:50 p.m. to go into executive session.

Chair Wehr III called the regular session back to order at 10:59 p.m. and noted the following action was taken in executive session:  1) Bert Leman will be contacted to attend an executive session in July regarding the Board of Public Works; and 2) decision was made to disclose recently acquired road issues and will be on the July agenda.
Greg Fier moved to adjourn the meeting, Kevin McKoy seconded the motion.

Meeting adjourned at 11:00 p.m.
