Chair Arno Wehr III called the special meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. and noted that the purpose of the meeting was to gather information on the storm shelter for the community center and village office.  He further noted that the Village Office Task Force members had been invited to attend the meeting.

Chair Wehr III asked Charlie Neubert, Fire Chief to give information to the Trustees on the storm shelter.

Charlie Neubert stated that he has visited with SEMA regarding a possible grant for the storm shelter and figures for the storm shelter were received from SEMA.  SEMA estimated the project will cost $2.1 million and the village portion will be $530,000.  SEMA estimates that the project will serve 2300 and this figures encompassed an area within a 1.5 mile radius.

Chair Wehr III stated that the Village does not have the $530,000 to spend and inquired if the storm shelter could be a Phase of the project.

Mr. Neubert noted that the amount for the storm shelter also includes money for the HVAC and generator and that the shelter can be a Phase of the project.  Information that was submitted only shows an interest for the project at this time.

Question was raised if the project cost of $530,000 could be split three (3) ways.  Mr. Neubert explained that this is possible, but the Southern Stone County Fire District Board of Directors would have to be approached and the money is not budgeted at this time.  He further stated that Silver Dollar City may be interested, but they would also have to be approached.  He further stated that this project will not happen immediately, but is more of a long term goal.
Dave Rawson inquired if Silver Dollar City still wants the fire station moved to a different location and Mr. Neubert replied, yes, but does not know when.

Comments were made that no drawings for the Village office or storm shelter have been made and that before anything further can be accomplished, drawings will have to be done.

Member of the Village office task force inquired as to who called the meeting and it was responded by the Chair of the Board of Trustees that he called the meeting to gather information about the storm shelter.  It was also noted that the Notice of Interest was submitted to SEMA on June 4, 2008.

Kent Turner recommended that the Village office task force have a meeting with SEMA, Roy Blunt, Kit Bond and the Board of Trustees.

Larry Stenzel moved to adjourn the special meeting, Kevin McKoy seconded the motion.

Special meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
