Chair Arno Wehr III called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. and noted there was an addition to the agenda: add under New Business, item (b) Guinea Hen Project.  Chair Wehr III also announced that the Board of Trustees accepted the resignation of Diane Cary at a special meeting and Dave Rawson was appointed the position of Trustee.
Approval of Minutes

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the minutes of the meeting of June 12, 2007 and the special meeting of June 26, 2007 as written.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Presentation of 2006 Audit – Lisa Officer, CPA

Lisa Officer presented the 2006 audit to the Trustees and answered questions from the Trustees and the audience.

Kevin McKoy moved to accept the 2006 audit as presented.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion, motion carried.

(Note:  The tape recorder was not working properly from the beginning to this time.  Tape recorder was fixed and started working properly through the rest of the meeting.)

May/June Financials
Kevin McKoy presented the May and June financials.  Financials were filed for audit.

Approval Signature Cards

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the signature cards for signors on Village checks and accounts with Bank of America.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.

Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management Advisory – Kevin McKoy

Noted that the sirens are still being installed and has been held up due to inclement weather.

Planning & Zoning Commission – Arno Wehr III

Report included the following:  denied variance for a fence, fencing put up without a permit on Table Rock Circle, fence on Locust Lane; home operating a nightly rental in R-1 zoning; and review of the HNTB contract.

Dave Rawson moved to approve the HNTB contract with the provision that the Village Attorney resolve the issue regarding lump sum in the contract.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.

Board of Public Works – Arno Wehr II

Reported on grant information available for the Jakes Creek Trail Project.
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Roads – Bob Cary

Reported that the Road Committee recommends that all road repairs be completed and striping be accomplished per the bids from Table Rock Asphalt and Tri-Lakes Sealing and Striping.
Dave moved to accept the recommendation to repairs the roads in the amount of $28,337.80 from Table Rock Asphalt and striping be accomplished by Tri-Lakes Sealing and Striping in the amount of $7803.54 for a total amount of $36,141.34.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.

CAAD

Report received read by Kevin McKoy and discussion held regarding the issues outlined in the report.

Recycling – Betty Fier

Reported on items to be recycled, paper bin, and aluminum pick up.

Transportation Coalition – Jan Hoynacki
Reported for the following dates for the TIF Commission:  July 17th; August 16th Public Hearing; and noted that Silver Dollar City will advertise for bids on July 9th and bid opening for the project will be July 31st.  Discussion ensued regarding the improvements by Silver Dollar City to Indian Point Road to the village boundary.

Old Business

Village Office
It was noted that bids will close and be opened on Tuesday, July 17, 2007 at Jack Ball & Associates in Springfield, Missouri and that the Village Superintendent will attend.  Bids will be reviewed by the architect and recommendation will be forwarded to the Board of Trustees for awarding.

Trails

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the trails contract for Phase I from Heithaus Engineering.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.  It was noted that the contract had been approved by the Village Attorney, Tom Motley.

Emergency Purchase Computer

For the record, it was noted that a telephone vote had been taken for the purchase of a new computer for the Village office and the amount of the purchase was $1622.14 as the computer crashed.

New Business

Event Permit

Discussion was held regarding the ordinance for the event permits. 

Kevin McKoy moved to table the discussion on event permits and the Village office seek other city ordinances on event permits and that the noise ordinance be sent to all Trustees.  Dave Rawson seconded the motion, motion carried.

Guinea Hen Project

Jan Hoynacki presented information on the project and asked for support from the Trustees to seek a grant only and that no financial assistance from the Village would be sought.
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Dave Rawson moved to have the Board of Trustees sponsor the guinea hen project for grant purposes and no financial assistance be given by the Village for the project.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Approval of Accounts Payable

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the accounts payable as presented.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees

Dave Rawson asked Sgt. Armstrong to give a report regarding the police department, which was accomplished.

Kevin McKoy noted that Police & Emergency Management meetings are held the first Monday of every month at noon in the convention center at DreamCatcher Resort.

Comments from the Floor

The following comments were made:

Larry Stenzel regarding house at 274 Indian Lane; John Wade volunteered to be placed on the BPW and also stated Bill Turner would also like to be considered; discussion held regarding wastewater issues; Betty Fier commented on several issues; Boyd Hamilton and others commented on the survey and comprehensive plan; LeRoy Stenzel noted that the log home on Table Rock Circle is being used for nightly rental.

Chair Wehr III noted that a special meeting will be held on Tuesday, July 24, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. for the purpose of a presentation from Alan Berkstresser, County Assessor and to review the bids for the village office.

Kevin McKoy moved to adjourn, Greg Fier seconded the motion.
