Presentation – US Corps of Engineers – Greg Oller

Mr. Greg Oller commented on complaints received regarding the deer population within the village limits and possible solutions to control the population.  The Corp would be willing to work with the Village to do a control hunt and is asking if the Trustees would be willing to assist the Corp with possible solutions. He suggested a possible lottery system to hunt at pre-selected spots, either bow or cross bow hunting and limit to the number of deer (20 to 25) does only.
Brett Stump and Mike Kugler will work with Greg Oller to make a presentation to the Board of Trustees at the August meeting.

Chair Greg Maycock commented on the bid documents and procedures for the Jakes Creek Trail project ad stated that an analysis is being done for Crowne View Condominiums to be combined with Jakes Creek Trail.  Pre-bid conference will be held on Wednesday, July 12th at 1:00 p.m. BPW recommended that the Elizabeth Dietzmann be retained to draw up an agreement to receive water and sewer services from Deer Run Motel.

Roads

Chair Mike Kugler presented bid from Table Rock Asphalt for road work and Tri-Lakes Sealing and Striping for striping.  Discussion held regarding the recommendation and it was determined that another bid be received to chip and seal Heller Lane instead of asphalting.
