Chairman, J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Executive Session

Jim Daily moved to close the meeting to go into Executive Session to discuss employee evaluation/issues, Section 610.021 (3) of the Sunshine Law.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Chair J C Zalog adjourned the regular meeting for the Executive Session at 7:05 p.m.

Chair J C Zalog called the regular meeting back to order at 7:35 p.m. and stated that the Executive Session was held for the purpose of evaluation of the Village Superintendent.

Approval of Minutes
Jim Daily moved to approve the June 8, 2004 minutes with the following addition:  Planning and Zoning Report, Doug Battaglia voted yea.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurers Report
Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the June financials and report was filed for audit.  Brett also announced that the 2005 budget process will be starting in August.
Old Business
Noise Review
Until more complaints are received in writing, the noise ordinance will not be changed.

CAAD Committee Ordinance Review

Chair J C Zalog asked all Trustees to submit five (5) names for the CAAD Committee for the August meeting.

Other Old Business

Jim Daily moved to hire a part-time secretary for the Village office, not to work more than twenty (20) hours per week.  Brett Stump seconded the motion.  Discussion was held and motion was tabled until the August meeting pending a job description and budget information.
New Business

First Reading Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83

Chair J C Zalog read Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83 to approve final plat, parcel IV of Indian Point Condominium – Reserved Properties, first reading.
Greg Fier moved to approve Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83 first reading.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, roll call vote was taken by Chair J C Zalog.  Brett Stump, yea; Doug Battaglia, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea.  Ordinance approved first reading.

Resignation

Chair J C Zalog announced the resignation of Police Chief Forrest Thompson effective July 31, 2004.

Brett Stump moved to accept the resignation of the Police Chief.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Village Jurisdiction

Village Attorney Tom Motley discussed information regarding boundaries and jurisdiction of the Village and Corps of Engineers jurisdiction within our boundaries.
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Committee Reports
Police and Safety
Brett Stump, Chairman reported that the Police and Safety committee met on July 12th and it was announced that the reserve officers had resigned their commission with the Village as well as resignation of the Police Chief.
Brett Stump moved to advertise the position of the Police Chief in the paper for ten (10) days as soon as possible.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to allow the Police and Safety Advisory Committee and the Village Superintendent to interview applicants for the Police Chief position and bring a recommendation to the Trustees.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to purchase the Taser Gun.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump stated that the Police and Safety Committee and the Corp of Engineers are working together regarding jurisdiction and boundaries in the Village.  The Corp of Engineers will meet with the committee again in September.
Planning & Zoning Commission
Chair Greg Maycock stated that the Planning and Zoning held a public hearing for a zoning change from R-1 to C-1 in Tablerock Beach subdivision which was denied in the meeting due to compatibility of surrounding areas.  Other items discussed were screening of a treatment system and driveway.
Board of Public Works
Chair Greg Maycock requested the Trustees to allot $5,000, the second disbursement of their $20,000 budget.
Greg Fier moved to approve the allocation of $5,000 to the Board of Public Works.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Maycock commented that the BPW has reviewed complaints and solutions and is still continuing work on the Jakes Creek Trail project with Heithaus Engineering.  
Roads 
Chair Jim Daily reported the paving is completed on Magnolia Lane and patchwork has also been completed.  Road striping was also completed on Indian Point Road.  It was noted that complaints were received due to early mowing and this has been handled.
CAAD
Chair Kent Turner reported on the attached report; Betty Fier reported on the recycling project and Jan Hoynacki reported on the Transportation Coalition meeting.
Discussion was held regarding the marketing of businesses that were not members of the Chamber and posting of these businesses on the Village website.

Second Reading of Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83

Chair J C Zalog read Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83 to approve final plat, parcel IV of Indian Point Condominium – Reserved Properties for the second reading.
Jim Daily moved to adopt Ordinance 04-06, Bill Number 83.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken by Chair J C Zalog:  Brett Stump, yea; Doug Battaglia; Jim Daily, yea; Greg Fier, yea; and J C Zalog, yea.  Ordinance adopted.
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Accounts Payable
Brett Stump moved to approve the Accounts Payable as presented, seconded by Jim Daily, motioned passed.
Jim Daily moved that the attorney’s bill in the amount of $687.00 for the jurisdictional issues be paid in full by the Board of Public Works.  Motion seconded by Doug Battaglia.

Brett Stump amended the motion to pay $302.50 out of the Village funds and $385.00 be paid by the Board of Public Works.  Amendment was not seconded.

Roll call vote was taken on original motion by Chair J C Zalog:  Brett Stump, yea; Jim Daily, yea; J C Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia, yea; and Greg Fier, nay.  Motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees
Structure and chain of command were discussed and it was determined that all issues should go through committee chairs and include the Village Superintendent in information process.
Chair J C Zalog gave a review of the conference he attended through the Missouri Municipal League.

Comments from the Floor
Comments were made regarding relationships between the Village and the Corp of Engineers; emergency siren in the Village and noise on roads be kept at a minimum.  Police and Safety Committee will look into the siren issue.

Adjournment
Brett Stump moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 p.m., and Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
