Board of Trustee Meeting Minutes

August 10, 2004 - Treehouse Condo Club Room

Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance noting that Doug Battaglia was absent.
Approval of Minutes
Greg Fier moved to approve the July 13, 2004 minutes as written.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report
Brett Stump reviewed the financial report for July, 2004.  Report was filed for audit.
Old Business
Structure of CAAD Committee
JC Zalog brought-up the topic of the Community Action and Development Committee (CAAD) structure that was tabled from the July meeting.  Discussion was held regarding the pros and cons of leaving the Committee structure as is and comments from the floor were made by Kent Turner, who chairs the CAAD Committee as to changing the wording also in the amendment.
The topic was tabled until the September meeting and the Trustees directed the Superintendent to draft an amendment to the CAAD Ordinance that stipulates length of term for the CAAD chair and members and get input from the CAAD committee.  This action will facilitate consistency with all other Committees/Commissions within the Village government and allow Kent Turner to remain a member on the Board of Public Works and chair the CAAD committee. 
Clerical Assistance
The issue of hiring a part-time person for twenty (20) hours per week is tabled until November as the contract labor position was increased to fifteen (15) hours per week.
Salary Increase Effective Date
Jim Daily moved to make Kathy Isaacs’ salary increase date retroactive to the first of July 2004.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, and the motion was approved unanimously.  
Village Economy
Jim Daily stated that since Tom Motley, Village Attorney, was absent, he wanted to table a discussion concerning the economy within the Village until a time when Tom could be present to discuss the issue.  
New Business
Board of Adjustments
Bruce Gerlach has resigned his position on the Board of Adjustments effective immediately.  JC Zalog opened the floor for nominees to fill the vacancy.  Steve McGinness volunteered to be appointed to the position.  
Jim Daily moved to appoint Steve McGinness to the position on the Board of Adjustments through April 2006, seconded by Greg Fier, motion passed unanimously.  
Still Waters Preliminary Plat
A letter requesting an extension for one year to the Plat for Still Waters property was presented to the Board of Trustees.  The extension was granted by the Planning and Zoning Commission pending approval from the Board of Trustees.  
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Jim Daily motioned to accept and approve the one year extension to the Plat for the Still Waters property, seconded by Greg Fier.  A roll call vote was taken: Greg Fier, yes; Jim Daily, yes; Brett Stump, yes; JC Zalog, yes, motion approved. 
Committee Reports
Police and Safety - Brett Stump reviewed the process of how the Police and Safety Committee determined which candidate they felt should be hired as the new Police Chief for the Village of Indian Point.  The Committee decided to offer the position of Chief of Police to Carl McKinny of Okalahoma pending approval from the Board of Trustees.  
Brett Stump moved to hire Carl McKinny immediately with a work start date of September 1, 2004 at a salary of $24,500.  Motion was seconded by Jim Daily, motion passed unanimously.  
Planning and Zoning Commission
Greg Maycock reviewed the Planning and Zoning meeting of the August meeting.  During the meeting it was verified that a driveway had been moved and is now in compliance with the Zoning and Regulations Ordinances.  The commission approved a Plat extension for one year for the Still Waters property.
Board of Public Works Commission
Greg Maycock reviewed BPW compliance issues, applications, and discussed the progress on the Jakes Creek Trail wastewater project.  During the meeting, Teresa Davison from Heithaus Engineering discussed grant applications process and progress with the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) for the planned facility project.  Greg stated that there will be two successive Public Hearings on Tuesday, August 31, 2004, beginning at 6:30 p.m. The first hearing will cover the facility plans and the second hearing will discuss the costs and proposed user charge structure for use of the waste-water facility.  Both hearings will accept public questions, input and comments from residents.  These meetings are a requirement of the grant application from the DNR.  

In regards to Missouri House Bill HB 1433 that creates the White River Basin Sewer District that would add a real-estate property tax within a multi-county area and be automatically imposed, the Village BPW is working towards protecting the Village from being included and taxed because the Village would receive no benefit from the tax, and the Village is providing for its own waste-water services.  
Greg Maycock brought up the issue of various discussions with the US Corp of Engineers by individuals or Village Committees regarding the topic of property boundaries or set-backs.  Greg noted that the Corp boundaries are set within the Village of Indian Point boundaries and are subject to Ordinances and Rules and Regulations and directly affect the BPW.   The BPW Commission feels that since boundaries is complex and jurisdiction issue, all discussions between any individual or committee cease and that all future discussions with the Corp be brought to the members and entire Board of Trustees, to include the various committee chairs that may be involved.  Discussions continued regarding involvement between various persons or committees, the Corp, and jurisdictional issues between the Village and the Corp.
JC Zalog moved that all communications regarding the Village of Indian Point and the US Corp of Engineers must go through the Board of Trustees, at a public meeting, that is recorded and with the Village Attorney present.  The motion was seconded by Jim Daily, and the motion passed unanimously.  

Roads
Jim Daily updated the issues of early morning mowing and the completion of road striping.  
Building Committee
Kent Turner indicated that the Community Building meetings have been going well and will soon be able to make a formal presentation to the Board of Trustees.
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CAAD Committee
Kent Turner updated the process of developing a questionnaire that will be part of the process in obtaining a Business License.  The questionnaire will be multi-purposeful information for the Village’s use and will be put into a database. Discussion also surrounded the content contained in the questionnaires and it was requested for information to be gathered from surrounding communities to see if they had any type of questionnaires, what types of questions were asked, and what they were used for.  
Recycling 
This project continues to move forward.   
Transportation
Kent gave an update regarding road improvements and how they will be funded and indicated various plans in the works.  (See attachments)  JC Zalog gave additional information regarding additional signage and placement, and the redesign of the intersection of Indian Point Road and Highway 76.  JC Zalog asked for a history of road drawings the CAAD Committee has submitted to the Trustees in the past.  
Accounts Payable
Jim Daily moved to accept the Accounts Payable as presented, Greg Fier seconded the motion, and motion was passed unanimously.
Comments
Arno Wehr II had question regarding a Utility tax that has not yet come back to the Village from Stone County.  Kathy Isaacs indicated the issue is being investigated and that the tax is already designated as a specific type of revenue.   JC Zalog stated that this topic was to be brought-up at the next Trustee meeting.
