Board of Trustees Minutes

August 12, 2003

The monthly meeting of the Board of Trustees, Village of Indian Point, Missouri, was called to 

order by Chair Kim Bonham at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  There were 12 guests 

present.

Chair Bonham introduced James Smith for the position of Trustee to fill the vacant position.  

Chair Bonham reviewed to the Board, Mr. Smith’s qualifications for the position.

J C Zalog moved to appoint James E Smith for the vacant position of Trustee of the Village of 

Indian Point.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried 4-0.

Chair Kim Bonham swore in James E Smith as new Trustee.

Approval of Minutes

Jim Daily moved to approve the minutes of the July 8, 2003 meeting.  J C Zalog seconded the 

motion with one correction:  Page 2, second paragraph under New Business, second line should 

read “Department of Transportation will be having a meeting on August 8th in Springfield and 

would present……”  Motion carried 5-0.

J C Zalog moved to approve the minutes of the special meeting of July 31, 2003 as written.  Jim

Daily seconded the motion, motion carried 5-0.

Treasurer’s Report – J C Zalog

The financial report for the month of July, 2003 was presented by Treasurer J C Zalog.  J C 

Zalog moved to accept the treasurer’s report.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, noting that the 

fixed assets did not include the police vehicle, road grader, or real estate owned by the Village 

which will be corrected after the meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

Old Business

Wastewater Project:

Chair Bonham noted that a special meeting was held on July 31st to approve a revision of the

budget for Stone Environmental to complete the wastewater ordinances.  At that meeting, motion 

to approve the revision was tabled pending information from Attorney Tom Motley.  Chair 

Bonham read Mr. Motley’s letter regarding the wastewater project.  (See attached letter)  Chair 

Bonham introduced Tom Motley to the Trustees.  

Greg Maycock noted that Stone Environmental amounts paid to date are $29,174.00 on the 

original contract.  There is a $1,692.00 travel expenses, not billed as yet for the work sessions 

and that will total $30,866.00 incurred through July 15, 2003.  The cost of the meeting on July 

15, 2003 is $879.00 and the estimate that has been provided by Stone Environmental on the 

revision to finish the project is $12,734.00.  Stone Environmental has agreed to fix the contract 

amount at $12,734.00.  
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J C Zalog moved to allot an additional $13,000.00 to finish the ordinances for wastewater with 

Stone Environmental.  Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Point of clarification was made by Greg 

Maycock that $13,000.00 was not needed to finish the project as the original budget was 

$35,000.00 and in adding the amounts already incurred totals $44,479.00, therefore $10,000.00 

is required.  

J C Zalog moved to amend the additional amount to $10,000.00 to finish the ordinances for 

wastewater with Stone Environmental.  Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.

Brett Stump asked if it was too late to go back and sue Archer Engineering for the previous 

wastewater project.  Attorney Tom Motley stated the statute of limitations is five (5) years and 

he will check into same.

New Business

Ordinances – First Readings

Chair Bonham read Ordinance Bill No. 66 –03-4, Rescinding ordinance 46 00-2 Procedures for

the Board of Trustees Meeting first reading.

Chair Bonham read Ordinance Bill No. 67 – 03-5, Establishing New Procedures for the Board of 

Trustees Meeting first reading.

Chair Bonham read Ordinance Bill no. 68 –03-6, minor subdivision plat – Bob & Peggy Posey.

J C Zalog moved to approve Ordinance Bill No. 68-03-6, minor subdivision plat for Bob and

Peggy Posey.  Motion seconded by Brett Stump.  Roll call vote, motion carried 5-0.

Appointment – Village Attorney

Jim Daily moved to accept Tom Motley as the Village of Indian Point attorney at a monthly

retainer fee of $200.00 for a maximum of three (3) hours work and any work completed over the 

three (3) hours would be billed at a rate of $110.00 per hour.  Seconded by J C Zalog, motion 

carried 5-0.
Approval Preliminary Plat Extension

Chair Bonham stated the Planning and Zoning Commission approved an extension for one year

for the preliminary plat for Indian Point Condominium Reserved properties from January 10, 2004 to January 10, 2005.

Jim Daily moved to accept the extension for one year from January 10, 2004 to January 10, 

2005.  Seconded by J C Zalog, motion carried 5-0.

Ordinances – Second Reading

Chair Bonham read Bill No. 66-03-4 Rescinding Ordinance 46-00-2 Procedures Board of 

Trustees meeting the second time.

J. C. Zalog moved to approve the Ordinance Bill No. 66-03-4 Rescinding Ordinance 46-00-2.

Jim Daily seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken, motion carried 5-0.

Chair Bonham read Bill No. 67-03-5 Establishing New Procedures for the Board of Trustees 

Meeting the second time.
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Jim Daily moved to approve the Ordinance Bill No. 67-03-5 Establishing New Procedures for 

the Board of Trustees.  J C Zalog seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken, motion carried 5-0.

Ordinance – First Reading

Chair Bonham read Bill No. 69-03-6 Village of Indian Point, Missouri Title II Public Health

Safety & Welfare and Title III Traffic Code for the first time.  Ordinance was read by Titles 

only. 

Committee Reports

Police & Safety 

Chief of Police, Forrest Thompson, gave a report on the past month.  Forrest explained that our

ORI number has been issued and we are now ready to operate on our own.  Uniforms are now 

ready.  For calls, please call 911 for emergency and call the non-emergency number for Stone County for 

any other calls and they will forward to our police department.  For any other matters, call the Village 

office and calls will be forwarded to Forrest Thompson, police chief.

Discussion was held regarding the traffic problem with Silver Dollar City on weekends.  It was

determined that Indian Point Chamber and the Village of Indian Point be involved in working on a

solution to this problem.

Brett Stump explained that the police vehicle is still requiring some additional equipment.  Brett Stump

moved to purchase a $1400.00 Python radar gun for the vehicle.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, 

motion carried 5-0.

Brett also stated he had contacted Alltel regarding a cellular telephone for Forrest.  Alltel has a 

government rate plan.  Discussion was held regarding coverage of Alltel versus Cingular cell phones.

Planning & Zoning

Greg Maycock explained that two items on the Planning and Zoning meeting held on August 7, 

2003 were 1) preliminary plat extension for Indian Point Condominiums and 2) the minor 

subdivision plat for Bob and Peggy Posey.  The third item on the agenda was a sketch plan 

for a planned residential development down Long Lonesome Road to be called Tall Timbers.

The Planning and Zoning commission reviewed the preliminary sketch plan and made 

suggestions to be considered in the continuing development plan and ask that the developer consider a 

PDD (planned development district).

Wastewater

Greg Maycock stated that at the previous meeting held on July 31, 2003, discussion was held regarding 

two issues.  The first issue was the revised contract amount for Stone Environmental to complete 

the wastewater ordinances.  Now that a decision has been made tonight, the project can be 

continued.  The second issue was Heithaus Engineering presented the most recent version of the 

facility plan for Jake’s Creek Trail area for the development of wastewater facilities.  

Roads

Jim Daily gave a review of stop signs that are down and stated they will be replaced.  He also 

advised that H & H Asphalt still needs to do some work for the Village of Indian Point.  Jim advised the 

Trustees that he is attempting to get all work finished, but if all attempts fail, he will turn this over to our 

Village Attorney, Tom Motley.  It was also noted that several flags have been stolen and have been

replaced.  J C Zalog expressed concern about the hole in front of Deer Run and also around the curves 
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where the asphalt has washed away.

Jim Daily expressed concern regarding our tree service therefore, a minimum of three (3) bids will be sent 

out for tree service.

CAAD

Kent Turner reported that the committee is meeting twice a month prioritizing and planning 

events for the Village of Indian Point.  Kent also noted that articles have appeared in the 

newspaper as part of the public relations project.  The committee has also spent time on the 

image for Indian Point along with the Community building and trails.

Kent noted that the Village of Indian Point is involved with the Economic Development for 

Stone County.  Kent gave remarks regarding his visit with Jim Talent during the past week.

Approval Accounts Payable

Treasurer J C Zalog asked for any comments from the Trustees regarding the 2002 Audit for the Village of Indian Point.  Bert Leman reviewed the audit per the Trustees request and noted that he was not impressed with the way the numbers were displayed in some areas and noted that the audit was a boilerplate audit for businesses.  Bert suggested that in the future to look for another auditor that will give more detail.

J C Zalog moved to accept the tentative draft of the 2002 audit.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried 5-0.

J C Zalog moved to pay the accounts payable.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried 5-0.

Second Reading Bill No. 69-03-7

Chair Bonham read Ordinance No. 69-03-7, Village of Indian Point, Missouri, Title II Public Health Safety and Welfare and Title III, Traffic Codes by title only.  Roll call vote taken, ordinance approved.


Comments from Trustees

Brett Stump inquired about the wastewater program for Jake’s Creek Trail.  Greg Maycock stated the project would hopefully start construction in the spring.

Comments from the Floor

Ron Benson asked if he would have to hook up with the wastewater project and it was stated that everyone would have to hook up.

Kent Turner informed everyone about the underwater clean up project that will be held on Indian Point on September 20, 2003.

Ron Benson inquired about snow removal for the upcoming season, as the grader did a considerable amount of damage to the roads last winter.  Jim Daily is looking into a 1-ton dump truck with blade and spreader and possibly trading in the grader.  

J C Zalog moved to adjourn the meeting.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.
