Chair Arno Wehr III called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance, and noted all members present.
Swearing in Trustee
Chair Wehr III swore in appointed Trustee Dave Rawson.
Approval of Minutes

Kevin McKoy moved to approve the minutes of July 10, July 16, and July 24, 2007 as presented.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report
Secretary/Treasurer Kevin McKoy presented the July financials.  Financials filed for audit.
Dave Rawson moved to approve the budget line items and amended budget as present.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
First Reading - Ordinance
Mike Kugler read Bill No. 131, Ordinance 07-10, approval for minor subdivision plat, Alpine Lodge in its entirety.

Greg Fier moved to approve Bill No. 131, Ordinance 07-10 first reading.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Mike Kugler, yea; Kevin McKoy,  yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Bill approved first reading.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management – Kevin McKoy

Reported on the emergency sirens;  preliminary plan to seek new dollars for county wide emergency services;  grant opportunities; and the police department.
Planning and Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock
Greg Fier moved to appoint Dave Rawson as a Trustee representative on the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried, Dave Rawson abstained.

Dave Rawson moved to approve a one year extension for VIP preliminary plat.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Greg Maycock reported that a ninety (90) day moratorium for decorative fencing which will extend beyond the front structure has been placed on all existing or new fencing so as to review and change the wording on fence regulations in the Zoning Regulations. 
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Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock

Greg Maycock noted that Larry Stenzel has been appointed chair of a Water Resource Committee on the Board of Public Works and that the BPW has approved recommendation of Mike Fleming as a BPW Director to the Board of Trustees.
Dave Rawson moved to appoint Mike Fleming to the Board of Public Works to fill the vacant position for a two (2) year term.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Maycock reported that a 40% grants for the Jakes Creek Trail has been approved by the Clean Water Commission  which will amount to $440,000 grant.  The project will go back out for bid in October, bids close in November and construction will begin in January.  It was noted that once this project is started, the BPW will be starting on the next area.
Mike Kugler commented on the work that Greg Maycock has done and the time that has been put in on the project. 

Roads – Bob Cary

Bob Cary reported that striping has been completed and road repairs are to be completed by TRAC.
CAAD – Kent Turner

Kent submitted and read his report and discussed Silver Dollar City road improvements and the TIF. 

Recycling – Betty Fier

Report was given on the Recycle Center and it was noted that new brochures were printed by Indian Point Printing at no charge.
Transportation – Jan Hoynacki

Jan Hoynacki reported that Stone County Commission George Cutbirth will be talking with  MoDOT for funding for roads.  She also stated that the TIF will hold a public hearing at 6:00 p.m. at Reeds Spring Middle School on August 16th for the Silver Dollar City road improvements.
The Trustees thanked Jan for all her hard work

Old Business

Review Village Office Bids

Bids were read and comments were made regarding the high bids.  Committee to review the village office plans and make suggestions were appointed.  Following are committee members:  Mike Kugler, chair; Kent Turner, Ron Davis, and Boyd Hamilton.  The committee will meet and bring back recommendations.
Approval Trails Contract, Phase II, Heithaus Engineering

Greg Fier moved to approve the contract for the trails Phase II, with Heithaus Engineering and the contract be submitted to MoDOT for approval.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion, motion carried.
Event Permit Review

Greg Fier moved to table the event permit review.  Mike Kugler seconded the motion.
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Property Tax Review

Procedures were outlined as follows:  Budget workshops will be held in October; town hall meetings will be held to outline the budget for the property tax; and vote of the people will be held in April.
New Business

Vacancies – Committees/Commission

Vacancies are as follows:  Planning & Zoning Commission, one resident vacancy.  Boyd Hamilton expressed an interest and was invited to the Planning and Zoning meeting; Board of Adjustments – 2 vacancies.
Greg Fier moved to appoint Kent Turner to the Tax Board for a three year term.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried.
Silver Dollar City Traffic

Sheriff Richard Hill addressed the issue with the traffic.  He commented that MoDOT controls the signal lights and has given a verbal agreement to Silver Dollar City to control the signal when traffic is heavy.  He further stated that is the situation is getting out of hand, the Village can contact Troop D and issue a complaint.  
Several questions were answered by Sheriff Hill from the public and the Board of Trustees.

Second Reading – Ordinance
Kevin McKoy read Bill No 131, Ordinance 07-10 approval minor subdivision plat for Alpine Lodge in its entirety.

Mike Kugler moved to adopt Bill No. 131, Ordinance 07-10.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Mike Kugler, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Ordinance adopted.
Accounts Payable 
Greg Fier moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried.
Comments from the Trustee

Comments were made regarding the TIF and the public hearing and regulations.
The public was thanked for attending the meeting.
Comments from the floor

Arno Wehr II commended the Trustees for appointing Kent Turner to tax board.  Kent Turner was asked to turn in monthly reports to the Board of Trustees.
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Jan Hoynacki commented on the shrubs that was replaced and noted that some had died and that A-1 landscaping has been going to replace them since February and still has not done so, therefore she strongly recommended that the Village not use their service.

She also stated that she had been misquoted in the newspaper and asked for a retraction.  The retraction still has not been printed. 

Albert Hoffman complained about Dave Rawson as a Trustee and was advised that any complaints against a Trustee has to be placed in writing and has to pertain to his position as Trustee for the Village.

Bert Leman thanked the Road Committee for trimming the trees on Jakes Creek Trail.
It was noted that the Phlock at the Rock will be held on Friday & Saturday .
Larry Stenzel – asked about the Sunshine law and posting of notices.
Greg Fier moved to adjourn the meeting, Kevin McKoy seconded the motion.
