Public comment session covered the following:  1) Street sign at East Chinquapin Circle and Maycock Lane.
Chair Arno Wehr III called the Board of Trustees meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approval of Minutes

Larry Stenzel moved to approve the August 21, 2008 special meeting minutes as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried with Kevin McKoy abstaining as he was not present at the meeting.
Treasurer’s Report

2007 Audit Presentation – Lisa Officer, CPA

Lisa Officer presented the 2007 audit to the Board of Trustees.

Dave Rawson moved to approve the 2007 audit as presented.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Motion carried.

August financials were filed for audit.

It was noted that 2009 Budget Workshops will be held in October, date to be announced.

Bid Opening – Purchase of Tanks/Installation – Jakes Creek Trail Project

Chair Wehr III noted that one (1) bid was received from Ridge Hill Contractors and the bid amount was for the following:  28, 1,000 gallon septic tank and installation – unit price $4,250, total price $119,000; 21, 500 gallon watertight external septic tank sump and installation – unit price $2,270, total price $47,670.00 for a grand total of $166,670.00.  Bid was forwarded to the Board of Public Works Engineer, Heithaus Engineering for review.
First Reading of Ordinances

Dave Rawson moved that Bill Number 136, Ordinance 08-04, An Ordinance to Approve the Recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission P&Z 8-08 for the Final Plat for Rockwood Resort and Condominiums, Phase 4 submitted by Tri-lake Developers, Inc be approved first reading.  Larry Stenzel  seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Bill approved first reading.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management Advisory 

It was noted a meeting was not held this month and will be rescheduled.
Planning & Zoning Commission 

Greg Maycock reported that the final plat for Rockwood Resort and Condominiums, Phase 4 was reviewed and approved for recommendation and the Commission also reviewed a revised sketch plan for a PDD C-2 for nightly rentals along Crows Nest Trail, Lakeview Estates, Jana Hilt and recommendations were made to revise the sketch plan and submit back to the Commission for further review.  

Dave Rawson moved to approve a one year extension for VIP Development Corporation preliminary plat.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.
Board of Public Works

Bert Leman reported that the BPW monthly meeting date was changed to Thursday, September 11, 2008, therefore, no report.

Roads

Dave Rawson moved to accept the bid submitted by Tri-Lakes Sealing and Striping, LLC for repairs to Indian Point Road in the amount of $9,261.00 and striping and arrows on Corps of Engineers portion of Indian Point Road in the amount of $479.70 for a total not to exceed $9,740.70 to come out of general fund.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.
CAAD – No Report

Recycling

Betty Fier reported that additional volunteers have come forth and noted that the trailer was taken to Branson Recycling to be emptied.

Transportation Coalition/Stone County Transportation

It was noted that the new portion of Indian Point Road has been opened and signage will be put up later this month.  Additional information was also given regarding the peninsula parkway.

Chamber of Commerce – No Report
Village Office Task Force

Boyd Hamilton stated he has received rough estimates to prep the site for the village office ranging from $10,800 to $15,000 and asked the Trustees to go out for bid.

Discussion was held and the Trustees stated before going out for any bids, the whole plan should be presented to the Trustees for review and comments.

Old Business

Trails

Update on the trails was given and it was noted that MoDOT has been advised that the Village is working on plans.

Kevin McKoy moved to appoint Brett Stump to serve as a liaison for the trails, phases 1 and 2 and to submit a monthly report as to what is transpiring.  Larry Stenzel seconded the motion, motion carried.

New Business

Larry Stenzel stated he will get the sign at East Chinquapin and Maycock Lane and take to Ayres to be repaired and installed.
Larry Stenzel commented in order to shorten the meetings, that all committee chairs submit a written report to the village office and the report be disseminated to all Trustees for review instead of the committee chairs giving the report at the meetings.

Larry Stenzel inquired as to the status of 274 Indian Lane and to date, the Stone County Prosecutor has not handled anything further.

Larry Stenzel inquired as to establishing a municipal court and this will be added to the Police and Emergency Management Committee agenda and to the 2009 budget.

Larry Stenzel moved to appoint Brett Stump and Diane Cary to the Financial Task Force as members.  Kevin McKoy seconded the motion, motion carried.

Second Reading of Ordinance

Bill Number 136, Ordinance 08-04, An Ordinance to Approve the Recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission P&Z 8-08 for the Final Plat for Rockwood Resort and Condominiums, Phase 4 submitted by Tri-Lake Developers, Inc.

Kevin McKoy read Bill Number 136 by title only.
Dave Rawson moved to adopt Bill Number 136, Ordinance 08-04, an ordinance to approve the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission P&Z 8-08 for the final plat for Rockwood Resort and Condominiums, Phase 4 submitted by Tri-Lake Developers, Inc.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Larry Stenzel, yea; Kevin McKoy, yea; Dave Rawson, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea.  Bill adopted.

Approval of Accounts Payable
Kevin McKoy moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees

It was noted that the RFP for the roads will be completed next week and sent and Dave Rawson commented on the new portion of Indian Point Road.
Comments from the Floor

Boyd Hamilton to Address the Trustees – Commented that any projects the village has should have plans such as Board of Public Works and it was noted that there are plans for the Jakes Creek Trail and discussion was held regarding all the plans the BPW does have.  He also suggested that the BPW hold nightly meetings so more of the public can attend.
Other comments included:  Betty Fier commented that several public meetings were held regarding the sewer project; Jim Daily commented on the striping costs and bids going out for less than thirty (30) days; Bill Turner inquired about the status of the comprehensive plan and it was noted that the review of the rough draft has been completed and revisions made; Kent Turner commented on the BPW, roads, marketing, tax board, and the Table Rock Chamber and that the village should be more involved in all; John Wade commented on intermediate and long range plans for the village; comments made thanking Boyd Hamilton for maintaining the sign on Village property; website needs to be updated; and inquiries made as to adopting the roads and procedures.
Greg Fier moved to adjourn the meeting, Larry Stenzel seconded the motion.
