Chair Diane Cary called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance, noting a quorum was present.  
Diane Cary apologized to Chief of Police for the joke played on him regarding the “citation” sent to him.
Approval of Minutes

Brett Stump moved to approve the minutes with the following corrections:  Page 4 under comments from the floor, third paragraph, last sentence insert the word volunteer before member; Page 4 under comments from the floor, fourth paragraph change the spelling from Ross to Rawson.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report

August Financial were reviewed and filed for audit

First Reading of Ordinance

Bill No 117, Ordinance 06-10 – Final Plat for The Timbers

Mike Kugler read Bill No. 117, Ordinance 06-10 in its entirety.
Arno Wehr III moved to approve the first reading of Bill No. 117, Ordinance 06-10, Greg Fier seconded the motion.  Roll Call vote taken:  Greg Fier, yea; Diane Cary, yea; Arno Wehr III, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Mike Kugler, yea.  Bill approved first reading.
Committee Reports
Planning & Zoning Commission

Greg Fier moved to approve a one (1) year extension for the Preliminary Plat Indian Point Reserved Properties.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, motion carried
Board of Public Works

It was noted that the BPW is continuing work on the Jakes Creek Trail project and is looking at new technology and is also investigating the possibility to hook up with Branson for the long term project.  The new technology will be a portable sewage system that can be moved to another location on Indian Point in the future.  A plea for volunteers to assist for a water project was made.
Roads
Mike Kugler reported that the two projects, road repairs, will start tomorrow.
Police & Emergency
Brett Stump reported that the sirens will be picked up as soon as a vehicle is available.  Brett also reported that the committee commends the job that the Police Chief is doing.  Reserve officers Vinnie Jacobson; Adam Buxton; Robin Grimm; and Brent Armstrong were introduced.  Brett Stump asked Kevin McKoy to deliver the remainder of the report on behalf of the Police & Emergency Committee.
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Kevin McKoy reported that the committee met on Monday and received a “citation” that had been issued to the Police Chief by Chair Diane Cary and he presented the “Citation” to the Trustees.  Diane Cary read the “Citation” into the minutes.  Other concerns that were issued by the Police Chief were notes placed on his vehicles and residence.  The concern from the committee is that procedures are not being followed by the Trustees and that these actions must be discontinued.

Discussion was held by all Trustees and Diane Cary again stated that the “citation” was only a joke and felt the Police Chief was doing an excellent job.  She also clarified that she had placed notes on his vehicles and residence as she had important information to give him. Procedures were discussed at length by all Trustees.  Diane Cary stated that the Police Chief is doing an excellent job and that he should be hired as a permanent employee immediately.
Brett moved to override the six (6) months interim for the Police Chief and that an ad for the position of Chief of Police be placed in the Stone County Gazette on Monday and run three (3) consecutive days, and that the Trustees call a special meeting to review the resumes.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion, motion carried.
Brett Stump moved to rescind his motion as the motion did not follow procedures.  Arno Wehr III seconded the motion to rescind.  Motion carried.

Matter was referred back to the Police and Emergency Management Advisory Committee to advertise in the Stone County Gazette on Monday and run for one week. 

Trustees stressed that any issues or complaints are to go directly to the Village office for dissemination to the proper committee or Trustees.
Chief Avery thanked everyone in the audience and the Trustees for their support and discussed drug issues in the Village.  He further stated that he will treat everyone the same no matter where you live or who you are and thanked Diane Cary for the apology.

Report submitted by Kent Turner was read into the minutes.
Recycling 
Betty Fier reported that paper bin is almost filled for the third time and encouraged everyone to recycle and stated what can be recycled. Recycle Center Schedule is Thursday morning 8:30 a.m. – 10:30 am and Tuesdays – 4:00 to 6:00 p.m.  It was noted that Saturday mornings will be done on a trail basis in November.
Transportation Coalition 
Jan Hoynacki highlighted meetings held on August 22nd with Silver Dollar City and stated that a subcommittee of the Stone County Transportation committee will be meeting to formulate funding for engineering services for the Peninsula Parkway and east/west road will be meeting soon

Needs Assessment Survey

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Arno Wehr III moved to send the survey draft when completed, to the Village Office to be disseminated to all Trustees and Trustees to approve the revisions made by fax for a yea or nay vote. Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump moved to approve the accounts payable as submitted.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried

Comments from the Trustees

Discussion was held regarding a defibulator for the Village and Police Chief Avery was directed to pursue the issue. 
Greg Fier commented about the illegal dumping of brush and leaves at the heliport.
Comments from the Floor

Boyd Hamilton – Poaching/Guinea Hens

Commented on the poaching of deer that has occurred in the Village for the last two years and asked that this be monitored in the future.  Further discussion was held regarding the deer population and the deer hunt that has been proposed by the Corps of Engineers on their property.
Guinea Hens – It was noted that the guinea hens had been purchased through donations only, no village funds are being used for this project.
John Wade – Commented on the selection of the police chief and following procedures and his disagreement with the Board of Public Works.

Cleo Stenzel asked for clarification on contacting the police department and when to use 911.  It was stressed that to contact the police, call 911 for emergency and the non-emergency number in all other cases. 
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Lakeview Apartment Managers thanked the Police Department for their efforts and wants to be part of the community.
Rhonda Stout asked for direction as to who should be contacted regarding any problem in the Village.  The Trustees informed her to call the Village office with any problems so the appropriate committee/Trustee could be contacted. 
Mike Kugler again stated that no funds will be received from the Village for the guinea hens, all funds are from donations only.  The guineas will be in the Village in approximately two (2) weeks.  Mike also noted that culverts in the village will be done this week and this will be a one time cleaning as the Village is not responsible for cleaning culverts
Greg Fier moved to adjourn the meeting, Mike Kugler seconded the motion.
