Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  It was noted that Brett Stump was absent and a quorum was present.  
Presentation

Ann McDowell, of the Branson Area Regional Tourism, made a presentation on the proposed 1% tourism tax that will be placed on the ballot in November.  It was noted that the tax will be collected in the City of Branson, Village of Indian Point, Silver Dollar City and Table Rock State Park and the Branson Showboat.

Jim Daily moved to pass a resolution to support the 1% tourism sales tax and that the resolution be faxed to all Trustees for approval as soon as possible.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried.  Note:  Resolution will be read in its entirety at the October meeting.

Paul Hough reported the Disaster Planning Session to be in October.  Chief Thirkell reported on reserve officers and part time officers for the Village. 
Planning & Zoning Commission

Greg Fier moved to approve the extension of the preliminary plat for Still Waters Northshore as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission for one year.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried with Doug Battaglia abstaining as he is owner of the project.
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Board of Public Works

Greg Maycock gave an update on the Jakes Creek Trail project and stated that the project will be starting in mid December or January and completion is scheduled for September, 2006.
It was noted by Chair Zalog for the record that the real estate purchase of 25 Chestnut Lane in the amount of $13,500 was accomplished on September 9, 2005 for the treatment site and had been approved.
Roads
Greg Fier reported that he will assess Jan Hoynacki’s property as to the trimming of trees this month and report at the October meeting.  Greg also reported that striping for Long Lonesome Trail has not been accomplished as he is still gathering bids for the project.  It was reported that the tree on Cave Lane will be taken down by Cliff Fitzwater and the property owner gave verbal permission.  Discussion was held as to whether the tree is on Village property or private property.  It was determined that most of the tree is on Village property and will be the responsibility of the Village.  Paving on Long Lonesome Trail has been accomplished.
