Police & Emergency Management

Stone County Tax 
Information was given regarding a possible Stone County Tax for lodging.  A committee has been established to review the needs for the tax comprising of Kimberling City, Branson West, Table Rock Lake Chamber of Commerce, Indian Point, Crane, Reeds Spring, Stone County Commissioner, and Cape Fair.  It was noted that the process to distribute the tax from the County has not been calculated and what the tax can be used for has not been determined.  Discussion was held as to why Indian Point does not want to be a part of this tax.  More information to be forthcoming.

TDD - Indian Ridge Development
Village Attorney Tom Motley explained that Indian Ridge Development has filed for a TDD through the Stone County Court to establish roads throughout the district and improvements to the entrances on 13 and 76.
