Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  It was noted that Jim Daily  was absent and a quorum was present.  
Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the special meeting minutes of September 13, 2005 as written.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried with Brett Stump abstaining as he was not present at the meeting.

Treasurers Report

Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the September financials.  Report was filed for audit.
Brett Stump moved to approve the following line item transfers with no increase in budget for the General Fund, Police Department:  Move $2,000 from 2-4305 Benefits to 2-4370 Uniforms $1,000; 2-4020 Capital Outlay $500; 2-4200 (Other Expenses); and move $4750 from 2-4300 Salary to contract labor $2,500; Inmate Expenses $750; and equipment $1,500 all new line items.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
First Reading of Ordinances/Resolutions
Chair JC Zalog read Resolution 05-8 to Support the Proposed One Percent Sales Tax into the record and noted that this resolution was approved at the September meeting.

Bill No 102, Ordinance 05-17 Authorizing Sewerage System Revenue Bonds

The matter of authorizing the issuance and delivery of an issue of Sewerage System Bonds (State Revolving Fund Program) Series 2005, came on for consideration and was discussed.

Trustee JC Zalog introduced Bill No 102 being for an Ordinance entitled as follows:  An Ordinance Authorizing the Issuance of Sewerage System Revenue Bonds (State Revolving Fund Program) Series 2005 of the Village of Indian Point, Missouri, for the Purpose of Constructing and Equipping the Village’s Sewerage System; Agreements made by the Village to Facilitate and Protect Their Payment; and Authorizing a No-Interest Loan from the Water and Wastewater Loan Fund and/or the Water and Wastewater Loan Revolving Fund of the State of Missouri and Prescribing Other Related Matters.

The Village Clerk reported that copies of the proposed ordinance had been made available for public inspection prior to the time the Bill was introduced and under consideration by the Board of Trustees.

On motion duly made by Greg Fier and seconded by Doug Battaglia, the Bill was placed on its first reading and was read by title, considered and discussed, and thereupon, was duly passed by unanimous vote.

Committee Reports
Police & Emergency Management 

Brett Stump reported that two reserve officers, Ken Smith and David Lowe will start patrolling the Village next week.  Paul Hough reminded everyone about the Disaster Planning Session, Tuesday, October 18, 2005 at 6:30 p.m. to be held at the Village at Indian Point, 21 Village Trail. 
Planning & Zoning Commission

Greg Maycock noted that Zoning Regulations Revisions will be accomplished in the near future and a public hearing will be held prior to recommendations to the Board of Trustees for approval.
Greg Fier moved to extend the VIP Preliminary Plat for the Indian Point Condominium Reserved Properties for another year.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried.
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Greg Fier moved to adopt the Zoning Compliance Policy Procedures recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Board of Public Works

Greg Maycock gave an update on the Jakes Creek Trail project.  He also reported that a water task force has been developed for the Village and volunteers will be sought.  Notice to be placed in the Smoke Signals.  Comments were made regarding the article placed in the Small Flows magazine regarding the Village.  
Chair Zalog commended the Board of Public Works for their hard work.
Roads
Greg Fier moved that no more than six (6) shrubs at a cost of $50.00 each for a total not to exceed $300.00 be purchased and installed by A-1 Landscape to replace landscaping to the area in front of Jan Hoynacki’s property that was removed when trimming trees along the road right of way and that the bill be sent to the Village from A-1 Landscaping.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried with JC Zalog abstaining due to conflict of interest.
Greg Fier moved that the bid from Branson Tri Lakes Striping in the amount of $3,439.80 to seal and stripe the recently resurfaced area on Long Lonesome Trail be accepted.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Greg Fier noted that the tree on Cave Lane had been removed.  Comments were made that the tree was not taken down to the ground when removed and the office will notify Cliff Fitzwater to remove the remainder of the tree.

Recycling 
Betty Fier noted that recycle pad has been started and hopefully will be finished in two weeks.  It was also noted that when the pad is finished, the trailer will be delivered and a $100.00 deposit will be required.
Transportation 
Jan Hoynacki reported that Silver Dollar City has met with Great River Engineering and is working on details for an improved new entrance to Silver Dollar City and Indian Point Village.  (See attached report)
Old Business
Village Office Space
Doug Battaglia presented information from Taylor Homes and costs.  Discussion was held by the Trustees and members of the public regarding temporary space versus completion of the entire Community Building.  Funding options were discussed and the Trustees directed Doug Battaglia to gather funding sources for the plans in existence and present the information at the next meeting.  Greg Maycock and Kent Turner offered their assistance.
Vacancy – Board of Adjustments/Planning & Zoning

Brett Stump moved to re-appoint Randy Stegelmeyer to the Board of Adjustments for another five (5) year term.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Planning & Zoning appointment was tabled until the November meeting.

Report from Jan Hoynacki regarding Access Road to Private Docks

Jan Hoynacki presented her report (see attached) and requested that the Board of Trustees consider addressing a letter to Ken Fosterling to consider the idea of leasing the area from the Corps of Engineers and maintaining the area.  Discussion was held regarding the request and comment was made if the Village does this in one area, what happens when another area requests the same.
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Greg Fier moved to that the Village Superintendent forward a letter to Ken Fosterling with the Corps of Engineers  to consider the idea of leasing the area from the Corps of Engineers and maintaining the area.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion.

Report from JC Zalog regarding Dr. Marci Manna’s Assistance

Chair Zalog reported that Dr. Manna does not have the time to assist us for the needs assessment survey through December.  It was noted that she will be available in January or February.  This was tabled.

Appoint Project Director – MODOT Trails Grant

Greg Fier moved to appoint Kent Turner as project director for the Trails Grant to oversee the project and work with the Board of Trustees and Village office throughout the entire project.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried. 

Brett Stump stated he will work with Kent Turner on the project.

New Business

November Trustees Meeting

It was noted that the November Trustees meeting falls on election day and the club room will not be available until after 7:30 p.m.

Brett Stump moved to have the November Board of Trustees meeting to another location to be determined.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Budget Workshop

Chair Zalog noted that a budget workshop for the 2006 will be held on Tuesday, November 15, 2005 at 6:30 p.m.  All chairs are to present their budget recommendations at the workshop.

Other New Business 

Request for Name Change for Tree Lane

Dr. Marci Manna has requested that a name change be accomplished for Tree Lane, either Moon Lane or Phast Lane.  It was noted that only one residence is on the road.

Greg Fier moved that a request be submitted to 911 to change the name of the road.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
Second Reading of Ordinances

Bill Number 100, Ordinance Number 05-15, An Ordinance to Amend Title III Traffic Codes to Prohibit the Operation of Pocket Bikes and Certain Motorized Scooters
Chair Zalog read the ordinance in its entirety.  It was noted that the Ordinance was placed in the Village office and in the Smoke Signals and no public comment was received.
Greg Fier moved to adopt Ordinance 05-16, Doug Battaglia seconded the motion.  Roll call vote taken:  Doug Battaglia, yea; Greg Fier, yea; Brett Stump, yea; JC Zalog, yea; Jim Daily, absent.  Ordinance adopted.

Chair Zalog read the ordinance by title only and considered and discussed.  Thereupon, the question was called.
