Meeting Minutes

Chair Kim Bonham called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. at Bradford on the Lake.  As a flag was not available, the pledge of allegiance was waived.  Chair Bonham noted that Brett Stump was absent, but would arrive later and all other Trustees are present.

Approval of Minutes

Jim Daily moved to accept the minutes of the regular Trustees meeting September 9, 2003 as written.  J C Zalog seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved to accept the minutes of special meeting of the Trustees September 22, 2003 as written.  J C Zalog seconded the motion, motion carried with James Smith abstaining as he was not present.

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer J C Zalog reviewed the financial report.  Report was filed for audit.

Old Business

Special Meeting Report 

Chair Kim Bonham noted that a special meeting was held on September 22nd to approve the purchase of a GMC one ton truck with snow plow at a cost of $35,464.24.

Operation Wipe Out

Chair Bonham requested approval for the project not to exceed $4,000.00.  

James Smith moved that Operation Wipe Out start October 1st and end on October 31st and this project to be held every year at an expense not to exceed $4,000.00.  J C Zalog seconded the motion.  Discussion was held as to the length of the operation and location of the dumpsters.

J C Zalog amended the motion that we continue Operation Wipe Out through the end of October as publicized and in the future, the project cover a ten day period which will cover two weekends.  Motion carried as amended.

There was no additional old business.

New Business

Finance Committee

Chair Bonham requested approval to appoint a Finance Committee to include consultants.  It was noted that J C Zalog has been doing a good job on the financials.   

J C Zalog asked that this item be tabled until the Trustees can think about this further and gather their thoughts about the Finance Committee.  
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Enchanted Forest Allocation

Chair Bonham noted that the Enchanted Forest receives a $15,000 allocation each year, which is in the budget, from the Village of Indian Point.  

Kent Turner noted that the Lighting Ceremony will be held on November 8th.  

J C Zalog moved to extend the Commercial Lease and the Installation agreement between the Village of Indian Point and the Village of Indian Point Chamber.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump arrived at the Trustees meeting.

Property Annexation

Discussion was held regarding possible annexation of property for the Village of Indian Point that would possibly enable the Village to get the signage necessary for the Village.

Greg Maycock will look into the possibility of the signage and if the annexation of this property would be beneficial.

Escapes Water Tower

Chair Bonham stated that Treehouse Condominium Association has sent a letter expressing their displeasure of the Escapes Water Tower and noted their suggestion was to portray it as a lighthouse.  This will be turned over to Village Attorney, Tom Motley for his review.

Resolution – Solid Waste Appointment

Chair Bonham read resolution number 03-1 appointing Betty Fier as representative to the Southwest Missouri Solid Waste Management District Council per attached.

Jim Daily moved to approve Resolution 03-1 as read.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

There was no other new business.

Committee Reports

Police & Safety

J C Zalog reviewed the attached minutes from the Police & Safety meeting held on October 13, 2003.  Chief Thompson reviewed the Reserve program for the Trustees.

Brett Stump, chair of Police and Safety, stated another resident is needed to be on the committee.  Paul Hough volunteered to be on the committee.

J C Zalog moved to have Paul Hough join the Police and Safety committee.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
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Planning & Zoning

Chair Greg Maycock reported that presentations were presented of revised concepts for The Timbers, Auto World and Wigwam.  Stillwaters presented items for rezoning.  Planning and Zoning approved a policy that all information has to be presented to the Village office seven days in advance to the Planning and Zoning meeting.

Wastewater

Chair Greg Maycock reported that the facility plan for the Jake’s Creek Trail area is ongoing with Heithaus.  A survey has been sent to all businesses on Jake’s Creek Trail to start evaluating costs for the project.  

Chair Maycock also noted that an answer was received from the Corp of Engineers regarding request for property to be used for the treatment plant for Jake’s Creek Trail declining the request and their response was based on inaccurate or misunderstanding of our plans.  Therefore, a follow up letter will be sent correcting the information that the Corp of Engineers included in their response.

Chair Maycock also reported that work is continuing on the ordinances for the management of the wastewater facilities and reviewed dates.  Chair Maycock presented a revision to the contract with Stone Environmental regarding date changes.

Roads

Chair Jim Daily reported that school bus stop ahead signs were posted on Jake’s Creek Trail.  He also reported that the truck that was purchased will be used for several projects beside snow plowing and job applications have been received for the snow plow position.

Discussion was held regarding the possibility of plowing private drives with the plow.  Discussion was held regarding cost savings to hire a driver, which will amount to approximately $3600.00 savings per year.

CAAD

Chair Kent Turner presented the attached report.

Jim Daily moved that the Trustees agree to lease an office space of up to 400 square feet to the Village of Indian Point Chamber for $1.00 per year.  J C Zalog seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved that the Trustees allow the Village of Indian Point Chamber to sublease a minimal portion of its’ space to the Ozark Mountain Nature Trails Association.  Brett seconded the motion, motion carried.

Jim Daily moved to ask our Village Attorney to work with Kent Turner in drafting easements for private property for the linear parkways using an outline to be furnished by Kent Turner.  James Smith seconded the motion.

J C Zalog amended the motion that a cap of $1,000.00 be allowed to pay the Village Attorney for the easement work.  Jim Daily seconded the amendment, motion carried.
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Approval of Accounts Payable

J C Zalog moved to approve the accounts payable.  James Smith seconded the motion, motion carried.

Comments from the Trustees

Jim Daily asked everyone to call Senator Kit Bond and Senator Jim Talent as soon as possible to urge opposition to bill S.150 and emphasize the financial impact this will have on our Village per attached.

Comments from the Floor

Kent Turner explained the proposed Tourism Tax.

Jeff Hodges and party brought forth issues regarding permits for demolition of buildings on WigWam.  Greg Maycock explained necessary procedures.

Chair Kim Bonham called for an executive session to review a real estate proposal.

Chair Kim Bonham called the meeting to order after the executive session.

Jim Daily moved to adjourn the meeting.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.
