Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  It was noted that Doug Battaglia was absent and a quorum was present.  

Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the meeting minutes of October 11, 2005 as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried with Jim Daily abstaining as he was not present at the meeting.

Treasurers Report

Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the October financials.  Report was filed for audit.

Brett Stump moved to approve the following line item transfers with no increase in budget for the General Fund, Administration:  Transfer $100 from 1-4110 Insurance to 1-4040 Dues/Subscriptions $50.00; 1-4045 Convention/Seminars $25.00; and 1-4355 Bank Fees/Charges $25.00.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

An explanation of the bank fees was reviewed and staff will contact the accountant to see if it is necessary to receive cancelled checks.

First Reading of  Proclamations/Ordinances

Chair JC Zalog read the Proclamation for the Enchanted Forest Day on November 11, 2005, which was approved at the October meeting.
Bill No 102, Ordinance 05-17 Approval Resolution P&Z #7-05

Chair Zalog read the Ordinance in its entirety.  Discussion was held regarding the responsibility of the maintenance of the median and it was noted that the requirement for the maintenance is the same as in the past for others.
Jim Daily moved approve Bill No 102, Ordinance 05-17, Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:  Jim Daily, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Greg Fier, yea; JC Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia absent.  Bill No. 102, Ordinance 05-17 approved first reading.

Bill No. 103, Ordinance 05-18, Approval Final Plats, Phase VI Lantern Bay

Chair Zalog read the Ordinance in its entirety.

Brett Stump moved to approve Bill No 103, Ordinance 05-18, Greg Fier seconded the motion, roll call vote taken:   Jim Daily, yea; Brett Stump, yea; Greg Fier, yea; JC Zalog, yea; Doug Battaglia absent.  Bill No 103, Ordinance 05—18 approved first reading.

Executive Session – Section 610.021 (1) 

Jim Daily moved to adjourn the regular session to go into executive session.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier.

Chair Zalog adjourned the regular meeting at 7:15 p.m. to go into executive session.

Call Meeting Back to Order
Chair Zalog called the regular meeting back to order at 7:45pm noting the executive session was to discuss possible legal issues and noted that no decisions were made.
Committee Reports

Police & Emergency Management 

It was noted that a grant has been submitted for equipment for reserve officers and a report was given on Disaster Planning.
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Question was raised regarding the purchase of a defibulator and it was noted that a unit will be purchased (approval granted by the Board of Trustees 2003 for $2000.00) and an increase in budget will be requested.

Planning & Zoning Commission

Greg Maycock reported that two (2) public hearings will be held in December to rezone Village properties on Wolfe Lane for the recycle pad and property at Jakes Creek Trail and Chestnut Lane for the treatment facility.  Both requests will be for PDD C-2.
Greg Maycock recommended that Arno Wehr III be reappointed on the Planning and Zoning Commission for a four (4) year term.
Brett Stump moved to reappoint Arno Wehr III for a four (4) year term on the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier, motion carried.
Board of Public Works

Greg Maycock reported that applications for two (2) new systems were received this month and approved.  Greg updated the Trustees on the Jakes Creek Trail timeline for advertising for construction of the treatment facility.
Discussion was also held regarding the disposal of the trailers on Chestnut Lane.  Jim Daily will contact Bell Construction in Reeds Spring for a bid and Brett Stump will contact the fire department about a possible training 
exercise to burn the structures.
Roads

Greg Fier moved to accept the bid of $8,000 for the grader.  Motion seconded by Brett Stump.  

Discussion followed and Brett Stump suggested that the Trustees counteroffer and Jim Daily suggested a counteroffer of more money plus additional work to be done in spring.  Chair called for the vote.
Vote – Ayes 0 – Nay 4, motion failed.

Jim Daily called for an executive session, Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.  Chair Zalog closed the regular meeting at 8:25 p.m. to go into Executive Session.
Chair Zalog reconvened the regular meeting at 8:30 p.m. and noted that Jim Daily was appointed to negotiate with Perry Box regarding the purchase of the grader.

Chair Zalog read into the minutes Kent Turner’s report.
Greg Maycock noted that theft and vandalism was done to trucks on Village storage property, but was unaware if a written report had been filed.  It was also noted that the police department will be patrolling the Enchanted Forest area in the evenings.
Recycling

Betty Fier reported that the recycle trailer will be delivered to us but we will have to pay a mileage reimbursement to the driver.  It was also noted that a $100.00 deposit and the contract for the trailer should be approved tonight.  Betty also reported that the trailer for paper may have a problem unloading due to the power lines being too low.  This trailer will be delivered on November 15th early in the morning if the power lines can be avoided.  She noted that White River is assessing the power line problem and will be giving an estimate as to costs to raise the lines.
Jim Daily moved to approve the contract with the Solid Waste District N for the recycling unit and the one time fee of $100.00.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.
Transportation 

Jan Hoynacki reported that the coalition is still waiting on Silver Dollar City.  She also stated that she had visited with Jim Shirato regarding the proposed road and he would like to learn more and George Cutbirth and Jan will be meeting with Jim Sharito for information only.

Chair Zalog read the Ordinance in its entirety.

Brett Stump moved to amend the motion to insert in the last line – Construction to be completed within thirty (30) days after the passage of the bill.  Jim Daily did not accept the amendment to the motion.  Brett Stump moved to amend the motion to read – Construction to be completed with one hundred eight (180) days after the passage of the bill.
