Board of Trustees Minutes

November 9, 2004 – Treehouse Condo Club Room

Chair J C Zalog called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.  Chair noted that Jim Daily was absent, but a quorum was present.

Approval of Minutes

Greg Fier moved to approve the minutes of the October 12, 2004 regular meeting as written.  Brett Stump seconded the motion, motion carried.

Presentation – Jack Ball & Associates – Chris Ball

Chris Ball presented the preliminary sketch plans to the Trustees of the Community Building that the Building Committee and his office have been working on for the past several months.  Several questions were asked as to the amount of parking spaces and if adequate space was available for an emergency shelter.
Jim Daily moved to table additional decisions of the preliminary sketch plans of the Community building in order for the Board of Trustees to review what has been presented.  Brett Stump seconded the motion.

Chair J C Zalog adjourned the meeting for a brief recess.  Chair Zalog reconvened the meeting at 8:15 p.m.

Treasurer’s Report

Secretary/Treasurer Brett Stump reviewed the financials for October and report was filed for audit.

Brett Stump moved to approve the line item transfers in the general fund per attached.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

It was noted that the line item transfers did not increase the total annual budget.

Old Business

Commercial Lease Renewal
Brett Stump moved to extend the commercial lease with the Indian Point Chamber of Commerce for the eastern half of the storage building for an additional year.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Draft Noise Ordinance Discussion

Chair J C Zalog read a draft of the proposed noise ordinance and opened the floor to discussion.  Changes were made as to times of operation for construction and lawn equipment and discussion was held regarding the decibel reading.

Chair J C Zalog tabled the draft noise ordinance discussion until the December meeting so changes made can be incorporated for further review.

New Business

Ventless Fireplaces or Stoves 

This was asked to be removed until the December meeting.
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Indian Point Chamber of Commerce Requests
Jim Daily reported that Ozark Mountain Nature Trail would be willing to give $5,000 for the Trails if the Village would match the funds.  The trail would begin at the boundaries of the Village and go south to Indian Point Marina.  Chair J C Zalog abstained from discussing the project as he is a member of the Ozark Mountain Nature Trail.

Brett Stump moved to allocate $5,000 for the trails to be used as a match in conjunction with Ozark Mountain Nature Trail.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried with J C Zalog abstaining.

Committee Reports

Police & Safety – Brett Stump, Chair

Brett announced that Carl McKinney, Chief of Police, passed his Missouri POST certification and will now be patrolling throughout the Village.  He also stated that the grant for police equipment has been completed and will be working on procedures for the Police Department.
Planning & Zoning Commission – Greg Maycock, Chair

Greg stated that members of the Planning and Zoning reviewed a sketch plan for a tract of property in the Table Rock Beach subdivision and a second review will be held when the revision is submitted..

Board of Public Works – Greg Maycock, Chair
Greg reported that David Potthast, Project Coordinator at DNR for funding, Elizabeth Dietzmann, Charlie Zitnik with Kirkpatrick Pettis, and Heithaus Engineering attended the BPW meeting to review procedures required for the State Revolving Loan that was applied for last November for the Jakes Creek Trail project.
Roads – Jim Daily

Jim reported that an individual is interested in trading the grader for a small backhoe with a loader, brush cleaner, brush hog, and trailer.  The estimated amount of all equipment would be approximately $15,000 and to date we have had no action on the grader.
Brett Stump moved to pursue the possibility of the trade if the amounts were equal.  Greg Fier seconded the motion, motion carried.

Brett Stump asked Jim if he was going to propose a full time staff person for mowing and plowing in 2005 and Jim stated no.  Jim commented that he will do the snow plowing this season at no cost to the Village, but next season a decision would have to be made.

CAAD – Kent Turner – Absent

Recycling – Betty Fier

Betty reported that hazardous waste project held in Branson West was a success and many residents in the Village participated.

Transportation Coalition – Jan Hoynacki

Jan reported on the progress of the coalition (see attached) and asked the Board of Trustees to offer a vote of confidence and support to the project.  The project is to form a CID (Community Development District) for the Village and Silver Dollar City which will build a new road from Highway 265 at Silver Dollar City Campground to Indian Point Road just north of Deer Run and when that is completed, 
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improvements can be made to Indian Point Road from the north end of the Village to Hwy 76 without disrupting access and egress to Indian Point.  The CID can be funded by a sales tax of up to 1% of taxable sales collected in the Village, the Campground and Silver Dollar City, not to include tax on motor vehicles and boats and no tax can be imposed without the voting consent of registered voters in the CID.  It was further stated that if a CID is approved by the voters, a board will be created to distribute and oversee the funds.  The board will be appointed and consist of individuals within the CID area (Village and Silver Dollar City).
It was further stated that it is not necessary for the Village of Indian Point to participate as a municipality in the petition to form the CID since it is formed by a majority of the landowners in the Village.

Lengthy discussion was held regarding the CID, the proposed road, and Silver Dollar City.

Brett Stump moved to support the efforts of the Transportation Coalition to looking into building another road and possible improvements to Indian Point Road.  Doug Battaglia seconded the motion, motion carried.
Approval of Accounts Payable

Brett Stump moved to pay the accounts payable.  Motion seconded by Greg Fier, motion carried.
