Board of Public Works Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Chair Greg Maycock at 2:05 p.m. Chair Maycock indicated that the agenda order would be adjusted in order to best utilize the time of Heithaus Engineering.

Old Business   
Status of Jakes Creek Trail Project:

Discussion regarding previous work that has been accomplished and what will be needed to update in order to move forward was held.  The following procedures were established:  a) get legal descriptions and survey of proposed site, b) development of the facility plan, and c) hold the required public hearings.  
It was noted that the contract with Heithaus Engineering is approximately two (2) years old.  Heithaus Engineering will provide an itemized accounting as to what has been done in the past, what is current, and what items may need to be completed.  The Facility Plan, the water usage charge, the Water Quality Review, and the Clearance Letters are to be completed by the first of August for a Public Hearing.  The site survey will include the property lines and ingress and egress to the site.  Heithaus will supply the topographic area information.  Heithaus will send complete the water quality review form and submit to the Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  The Facility Plan will be known as the Jakes Creek Trail Project.  
Kathy Isaacs will forward a copy of the grant application for the Rural Development Grant to Greg Maycock and Heithaus Engineering.  
There was discussion and review of process for inspections and approval of systems going forward.  Heithaus Engineering was asked to look into a water system in conjunction with the waste system and possibly apply for appropriate grant monies to use towards a study of ‘water works’ project.   Kathy Isaacs to send Heithaus a copy of letter Heithaus brought to BPW meeting with regard to the water grant monies.  Heithaus agreed to inspect a drainage ditch in BenTree Estates with regard to surface water/substance of questionable origin.  Kathy will develop a procedure and form to track complaints and follow-up to inquiries regarding surface water, and etc.  

Approval of Minutes
Approval of May 19, 2004 meeting minutes for file.  March 30, 2004, April 2, 2004, April 27, 2004, and April 28, 2004 deferred to a later time.  Approval of minutes were postponed until the next BPW meeting.
Old Business

Review of Permit Applications

Discussion and review of the letter to be sent to 16 Mimosa Lane (Youngdale) regarding their treatment system, and compliance with the BPW Rules and Regulations was held.  
Implementation of Rules and Regulations
Acceptance of forms were tabled until next meeting pending individual reviews, using current forms as is until board approval.  
A letter requesting information as to the status of systems, copies of all permits and any correspondence between the DNR and a permit holder should be sent to Missouri DNR.  
The BPW will send out a letter to property owners notifying the property owners of the BPW; and request their information plus notify property owners of their obligations. 
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It was noted that a list should be developed of licensed/certified installers and licensed/certified inspectors (which can be obtained from Stone County).  The BPW will create files containing site-specific information for each property, filed under property address name.  
Real Estate
The purchase of the Pace property was discussed and it was determined that a letter be sent to the property owners inviting them to a meeting with Greg Maycock.  Kathy Isaacs will draft the letter and send to Greg Maycock for additional input and signature.  Forrest Thompson will hand deliver the letter.
New Business
Arno Wehr II indicated that he had received a complaint regarding sewage spillage onto property at 921 Tablerock Circle.  It was also noted that DNR may have issued a letter to Hunters Friend Resort and Kent Turner reported that BenTree Estates has a sewage spillage which was discussed under old business and Heithaus Engineering will inspect and advise of their findings.
It was noted that when complaints are received, a complaint form is to be completed and a letter of notification will be sent to the property owner advising them of the complaint.  A certified inspector (of record) will be contacted to inspect the property and will submit a report of their findings and make recommendations to remedy the situation.  There was an undecided question of who would be responsible to pay for the inspection/inspector, the property owner or the BPW.  
Discussion of other properties that may not be in compliance or have sewage problems was held.  Greg Maycock suggested that since the BPW was requesting all correspondence and permits and asking for notification of any known properties that are not in compliance from the State of Missouri DNR, that a letter be sent to businesses requesting all information, correspondence, and permits that they have.  A letter should also be sent notifying the residents that as of March 10, 2004 the BPW Rules and Regulations went into effect and their obligations as property owners.  Additionally, it was decided that the Army Corp of Engineers be sent a letter informing them of the existence of the Village’s BPW with a copy of the Rules and Regulations, and that the current project would most probably be a ‘grandfathered’ project, but all future projects would be required to be in conjunction with the BPW process.  
Greg read the letter from Ozark Clean Water Company and his response to them.
Financial Report

The May financials were reviewed and filed for audit.

From the internet, Kathy Isaacs submitted copies to members regarding the Water Shed Law and the revisions of the Sunshine Law.  The Village Attorney, Tom Motley will address the revised Sunshine law at the next Trustee Meeting.
