Chair Greg Maycock called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Approval of Minutes:

Bert Leman moved to approve the minutes of June 26, 2003, correcting the spelling of Heithaus.  Seconded by Bob Lampert, motion carried, with Kent Turner abstaining.

Bert Leman moved to approve the minutes of July 15, 2003, 6:00 p.m. with the following correction to the second paragraph, second line should read:  informed them the additional amount is unacceptable and ….. Seconded by Kent Turner, motion carried.

Bert Leman moved to approve the minutes of July 15, 2003, work session as written.  Arno Wehr seconded the motion, motion carried.

Member Jim Daily arrived at the meeting.

The purpose of the meeting is to review the facility plan for Jake’s Creek Trail and information to be delivered to the Corp of Engineers for the facility.

Kent Heithaus presented drawings and answered any questions that the members asked to their satisfaction.  Kent Heithaus emphasized that these drawings have more detail than the previous drawings.

Arno Wehr asked the committee if anyone had a qualified concern about the drawings.  Greg Maycock’s concern is that the Corp of Engineers asked for specific information and he wants to make sure the information is addressed.  Questions were answered regarding RSF versus TVA CONCEPT.

Greg Maycock explained that this information presented tonight is two-fold:  1) This is the actual plan and a RSF fits this area well and the difference between the RSF and TVA CONCEPT is potentially to go deeper, but there is no reason to go deeper as the space is available and we do not want to dig or excavate, therefore this is the most cost effective approach; 2) Therefore, from the Village standpoint, we want the most cost effective approach and the RSF is the most cost effective.
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It was determined that two (2) items were missing to give to the Corp of Engineers from the plans presented by Heithaus Engineering:  1) Cross section or profile elevation of the site plan instead of an elevation by schematic and 2) more detail and also on the sheet which the site plan and elevation profile is shown, put as many notes on the sheet which says change of elevation, i.e. if the contour of the shoreline changes, then in effect changes are made in the volume that the reservoir holds.  Additional note to be added that sufficient vegetation will be left to provide a screen between the reservoir and the lake.

Discussion was held regarding Phase I and Phase II of the plans.  It was felt that the question from the Corp of Engineers will be, if we give you the land, what are you going to do for the Corp?  Further discussion was held regarding the land use from the Corp of Engineers.  It was determined that we are not asking anything from the Corp of Engineers except the use of the land.

Greg Maycock stated he would submit a letter to the Corp of Engineers, hand delivered, stating that we will be ready to start construction in the spring of 2004 and will request a reply no later than October 1, 2004.  Greg will call the Corps of Engineers and review information with them before submitting the letter.

Bert Leman moved to adjourn the meeting.  Kent Turner seconded the motion, motion carried.

Meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
