Chair Greg Maycock called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m, noting members present and absent.  It was also noted that Kevin McKoy had informed Jim Daily that he was going to resign from this committee, but has not notified the chair or Village office.  Introductions were made of all members and guests present for Trustee J C Zalog.

Approval of Minutes July/August/September

Arno Wehr III asked that minutes for meetings be given to all committee members prior to the meeting instead of at the meeting.

Arno Wehr III moved to accept the corrected minutes of July 31, 2003 as written.  Bert Leman seconded the motion, motion carried with Doug Battaglia and Jim Daily abstaining as they were not present at the meeting.

Arno Wehr III moved to accept the minutes of August 28, 2003 as written.  Bert Leman seconded the motion, motion carried with Doug Battaglia, Bob Lampert, and Jim Daily abstaining as they were not present at the meeting.

Arno Wehr III moved to accept the minutes of September 23, 2003 as written.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried with James Smith, Kent Turner, Bert Leman, and Bob Lampert abstaining as they were not present at the meeting.

Old Business

Heithaus Engineering – Review of Facility Plans/Costs & Treatment Plant Site Location – Jake’s Creek Trail

Chair Maycock stated that surveys were sent to all businesses on Jake’s Creek Trail and to date Happy Valley and Antler’s have not mailed the surveys back. They have been notified and will be submitting them.  Discussion was held regarding Antler’s and their wastewater system and if they have the option to opt out.  It was determined that further clarification will have to be made as to options.  

For the costs, discussion was held regarding information received back from the surveys.  It was noted that the community well information has not been received from any of the three that were sent.

Chair Maycock read the letter received from the Corp of Engineers declining our request for corp property for the treatment plant.  Discussion was held regarding the response and how we should 
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proceed.  Discussion followed regarding possible sites for the treatment plant on private land and it was decided that a reply be sent to the Corp of Engineers that we have attempted to locate private property and private land is not available.  Several suggestions were reviewed as to a plant site location.  Bert Leman and Jim Daily will look at properties with a minimum of one-half acre on Jake’s Creek Trail to determine if there is a potential site.  It was suggested that Kim Bonham, real estate agent, get involved with the site location.

Doug Battaglia stated the Corp of Engineers letter stated no other reasonable alternatives for development, so if we take two other properties and explain why they are unreasonable due to space, access, etc.  It was determined this will say we are trying to solve an environmental issue and we need your help and cooperation.  Greg stated he will not reply to the letter until we have case scenarios as to why we need their help and cooperation,  Bert and Jim will take the responsibility to find potential site locations, if any.

Funding Sources

Greg stated he is working on Table Rock Water Quality and Kathy is working on the applications for the DNR.  

It was also noted that there is a legislative input session on October 24, 2003.  Discussion was held on this session.

Review Wastewater Plans with Trustees

Greg asked Trustee J C Zalog if there was any information regarding the wastewater project that he needed clarification.  Discussion was held and questions answered.  J C Zalog, James Smith, and Jim Daily all felt they had a good understanding of the project.  Greg stated he will get in touch with Brett Stump and Kim Bonham and answer their questions.  Copies of the minutes should be made available to the Trustees.

New Business

Arno Wehr is gathering information on a membrane bio-reactor, old terminology is bag in a box.

Doug Battaglia asked if an existing treatment plant is in place, will a business be forced to go on a different one.  Greg explained that it will depend on the district where the treatment plant is located.  In the Jake’s Creek Trail area, people would be required to hook up where the Village is paying for a system to put in.  All the districts are different, in areas where the Village is not paying to put in a system and it’s a combination public/private effort or in areas where it’s a private only effort, then the answer is no as the Village is not involved or paying for the system.  Doug asked isn’t it the purpose of this board to provide a wastewater system for everyone on the Point?  Greg explained that the Heidler’s subdivision is one area where it is considered public/private.  The residential part of Heidler’s is a small minority group and Still Waters Resort already has a treatment system, so it does not make sense for the Village to build a system to serve Still Waters or Heidler’s when the treatment plant at Still Waters will handle the area more 
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cost effectively.  Greg further stated that Still Waters could be become the nucleus and the Village represents the residents and acting as a liaison.  Further discussion was held regarding the interpretation of the future ordinances and what the responsibilities of the future wastewater board would entail.  Discussion was also held on future wastewater operations.

Bert Leman moved to adjourn the meeting.  Jim Daily seconded the motion, motion carried.
